The Trial of Johnson.
Aa wa» atalel i:. the Oazette, tbe

proaecution in thccaeeof William John-
aoo, colored, now on trial io the Corpor-
ation Court cbarged wlth killiog Cbarlea
T. 8mith, jeaterday reated ita caa*. after
which witneaeea for tbe defense were put
oa the atand.

After the report cloaed, yeaterday,
Walter Slocuta, wtu liraa lo Weat Ead,
aaa called. He aaa acrosa the street
when Hmith wa» ahol. A week before
the hootiog he paaaed two negroea on

the Virglnia Houaa corner and tiie taller
man aaid, "Come on, Robinaon, and
Iflll go down the idreet." he couldn't
tell anjtbiog abotit the beigbt of the
man who was running after Braith wa*

ebot. Mr. Brent aaked «locum if be
knewanythlngelaeabont tbe murder aod
heaald "yee," but It dareloped that it
waa hereaay, and he aaa eicueed.

Oraee Bena, colored, told volubl/ of
the trouble In the clrcua tent between
"Frank" and another colored man. Hhe
prored a veritable human phonograpb
and caused conalderable amasemett io
the court room. Her eridence waa un-

important io ita bearing on the caae.

Sarah Johnaon, aile of tbe prlaoner,
told of the dUttirbance on the falr
grounde balore the kllllngof Bmith when
ahe aaid fiftooo or twenty ahota were*

fired. Hhe ideotified a coat near tbe
ecene of the ibooliog as being tbe prop¬
erty of Joboaoo. Durlog ber examina-
tioo, which had no direct bearing upon
tbe circumatancee Immediately eurround-
iog the innrder, Johnaon leaned for-
arard and liatened ioteotly.

Maggie Johnaon.colored, whoiollowed,
teatifled tbat Johnaon caine to ber bouae
on Queen Btreet three timee on tbe oight
of the ahnoting. Once, ahe aaid, ahe
notlced tbat be waa bareheaded and
had been ahot in the leg. Tkla, wltneaa
aaid, waa before Hmith wm ahot 8he
asaerled tbat he came back to her house
the day after the killing of Smith. Hbe
aaid abe had not Inlormed tbe pollce of
fcls vialu for fear that abe would be
killed by Frank Robinaon, who, declared,
had threatened her with death if ahe e\rer

told the police anything concerning bim-
aell and hia fricnd?.

At the conclusion of the woman'n tee-
tlmony court ac'journed.
When court adjourned Johnaon waa

handcoffeu to aguard and, surrouaded by
ihe milirtay rompany, waa marcbed to

ihe corner of King and Fairfax ftreeta,
where ke waa pnt on an clectric. car and
takeo back to the county jail to remaln
tUl thia moroing.

Shortly before the court adj mrned
tor the day Attoroey Brumback, for the
dafenae, aaked tbe conrt to ioatrnct the
city aergeant to obliterate all referencea
to the trial from the newapaperu, that
tbe membere of tbejuxy ataallowed to,
read, and the requeet waa granted. A
witnow who ii eipeUed to be ol cin»id-
erable importunce to one alde or the
olher arrived in Alexandria unexpertodly
laat night. He is Fred. Brooke, an

Engliahraan, who «aya be waa withiu a

few feot of Smith when be waa killed
.nd he claiina that be can ideotity tbe
man wbo fired the tatal ahot. Since
tben be baa enliated in tbe Marine
Oorpa, and he atated laat nlght that bU
viait here at tbis tiroe is a mere coin-
cideace, an he did not know before hia
arrlval that the trial waa in progreaa.
Brooka atated laat night that if Midgeta
ia the gullty man he will recognize him
inBtantly.

Brooka went to the atation honae thia
morniog and aaw Johnaon. He posi-
tlvely identified bim as tbe man who
ahot Smitb.

JohntioD wat broaght btck to thia
cltr ahortly before nine o'clook by tbe
roilltarr company. Maiiy jtfojile were

agAla gatbered a' aling aud Falrfaz
atroets wbare the aoldiers and tbeir
cbarge left the train.

After the court opened Mr. Hmilh
aaked for tbe productiou ol tbe pboto-
graph by wbicb Officer Oamy i» alleged
to have ideotified the priaooer, aud the
court announcfd that be could lecure its
introductiou by followiog Ihe ruleaol
practice.

Madiaon Joboaon, colored, Uentified

Mr. Brent asked ber if abe had not
atated to Mr. C\>z or Mr. Oandier tbat
Jobnaoa'aM oalibre pis'.ol did not work
well and he had excfcaaged it for a .44
oalibre.

He laler went Io ttis* rare track and re-

mained there unlil tbe next afternoon,
when he returned 10 Alexandria fefliug
.ure that no one had iteen killed. When
he gol nesr tbe Virglnia Houbs he aaw

a crnwd and then reallzed aomething
¦erlotia had har.|.?ned. He then went
lo Robinaon'* sisler'a bouae again, and
ahe told him a man had been killed and
hia wiie waa locked up. Bhe gave him
aomething to eat and he left for Penn-
aylvania.
When queationed about hia ntalement

lo Officer Ferguson that he had aaid il
he bad killed a maa be did not kno«r
it, he declared that the only (two ahota
be bad fJred were at tbe ground. The
witneaa aald be had not aeen Robinaon
aince tbe night of October 20.

Mr. Brent then took the witnesa and
¦ubjected him to aaearchlngcroaaexam-
ioatioc. Midgetaeaid hecame to Alex¬
andria in September tojoin Robinnon,
but remalned in thia city only about two
daya in aacb week. In refereace to the
figbt on tbe fair groitnds he aaid he hit
Nicbolaon cver the head with Robinaon'*
piatol and then ran. He aaid be threw
bia overcoat to Robioeon. Witneaa idert-
tified bia overcoat and an overcoat nnd
hal which be aaid belooged to RobinaoD.
After beiug ahot he juroped a fenre and
laid down and Robinaon left blm at tbat
time. He remalned in the yard about
fifteen minutea and then went out througb
a gate. Hedeniea having been bebiod tbe
fence at Baggett'a, aa teatified by Meekn,
and alao denied having gone to tbe
Hotel Jackaon and put on an ulater
which ha* figured ezteneively in the
trial. He aaid the etatement ot Parka
on thia poiot waa f&lae. Witneaa aaid
he left the ulater in hia room, and tbe
only peraon who could bave gotten it
waa Robinaon. When aaked why he
hit Nicbolaon, he aaid he tbought he
waaa circuaraan and he wanled 10 aave

Robinaon, whom Nicbolaon waa beaiiog
over the head.
Mr. Bouah, one of the jurymen, aaked

the priaoner ifhedidnot know it waa

llegal to carry a piatol, and he aaid
'yee," bat be carried it to kill other
negroee who would klll him.

Io anawer to a quaatlon by Mr. Bteat*
he aald he had no occupation while bere
belorf. Beveral jurora aaked the witneaa
aa to the height ul Ihe Ience i.ver which
he iumped, and he aaid ila waa about hia
height.
At thia junciure the court adjotirned

fortbejury to viait tbe neigbborbocd
ol tbeahooting. They wereaccompanied
by tbe priaoner, and Meeka and I'olice-
man Garvey, aud a aquad of aoldiera
nnder coromand of Capt. Larkiu.
On reacbing tbe old lair ground*. tbe

jury, priaoner and aoldiera walked ail
over the premiaes. The prlaouer waa

cloaely queationed by aeveral ol the
jurora to all of whom he gave prompt
auawera. The ience which be teatified
to aa being a hoard Ience over wbicb he
climbed on tbenigbt of theahooting waa
founrt to he a harbed wire ferrr.

After a careful examination of tbe
ground tbe jury, soldiera and priaon'r
marched back to the court ronm and
aoon thereafter comt took a receaa un-

til 8 o'elock tbat the juror* might bave
dinner.
When court reconvened Wm. Bailer,

colored, and Offiter 0111 teatified, but
told nothing nt>w.
When Mr. 0111 waa txcuaed Mr. Brent

was aerved with a writ of aupoena duees
tecum to compel him to produoe the
photograpb by which Garvey identified
the prieoner. Mr. Brent produced two
photograpba and Qarvey aaid they were
not the onea.

Mr. Brent waa then placed on tbe
atand. He esid he bad uever nhown
ilhVei Oarviy a photograpb and if any
one elae bad he knew nothing of it.

Mr. Brent then aaid he waa entltled
to aak himself a qneation and proceeded
to explaio to the jury that he would
bare produced tbe photograpb at once
if he bad known what photograpb waa

wanted.
