JAMESTOWN EXPOMTIOM.
Ia aomething of a chaos, like all expo-

sitions begin, the opening ofthe James-
owu ExpoaltionFriday in commeraoralion
of the first English settlement in America
300 jears ago, will yet ofler a magnificent
spectacle to aightseers in the superb
array of warships now gathered under
Admiral Kvana in llampton Roads.
There, in a line, lies the most formid-
able rleet ever asaembled at one tinie in
American waters. Not a foreign ship has
yet arrived.
The ships lie aeraaa the historic road-

stead in a line, one end near the Eipla-
nade of Old Point Comf >rt and the
other four miles away on the other side.
Sixteen United state* battleahips are

ln tbat line.
The approximate cost of these ships

ia about $129,0(10,000, aml tbe total
tonnage is 283,600. The combined
crews of tbe veaaela total 798 officera
and 14, lt.2 men. and the total number
of guna carried by the ships is 1092.
The pliins for the complete line-up

of the naval dlaplay assign the visiting
shlpe iu the following order: The three
Brazilian visitora will have place at the
head of the line and abeam of the Geor-
gia, tbe N'ew .lersey aud the Rhode Is-
land.
Abeam of the other American battle¬

ahips and the order in wbich they were
mentioned will anchor the four ships of
Qreat llritain a space being left abeam
of the flagship Connecticut for the presi-
dential yacht the Mayflower. Then will
come tbe two Germau cruisers, next the
two cruisers of Austria, then the Chilean,
the Argentine, tbeSwedish and the Por-
tugucse representative, the last taking
position abeam of the indiana.

Kngland'a nquadron will ha the larg-
eat and moat formidable of those to visit
the United Statea and will be exceeded
in size only by the American fleet. Ja-
pan and Krance will aend the next larg-
eat squadrons. Tbo foreign vewls will
be ia nearly all csses armored and pro-
tected cruisers. Kngland's largest sliip
will be the crniser (Iwd Hope, sis»er
ship to the powerful cruiser Prake. The
Good llope'adisplacementia 14,100 tona
and her trial speed SS knots an hour.
The Bnglish squadron will be command-
ed by Rear Admiral Neville.

Under tbe command of Rear Admiral
Thierry, France will aend three cruisers.
The protected cruiser .leaa Rart was

originally designateil, but she has been
wrecked oil the coaat of Africa, and an¬
other vessel will be aent in her place.
The largeat of tho tquadron will be Ihe
Victor llugo, wlthadispiacemetit ol 12,-
(80 ton*
Ooe of the moat Interesting visiting

squadrons will be that from Japan. One
ot the Japanese vessels is tho Tsukuba,
a newly-lBiinc.hed ahip, bolll at Kur, en-

tirely of Japanese constrnction and
rquipment. .She is of 11,<mk) tons and
22.4 knots speed, armed with eight-inch
quick-lirers in barbettes fore and aft aud
sroaller calibre in proporlion. The pro¬
tected eralaeff Chitnte accoiupanies the
Tsukuba. These vessels attain great
speed. Vlee Admiral Ijuin will M in
command.
Oermany will send a rleet of vessels

consisting of thewarships Roon, Bremen
and Paniher. The Roon is of 90.r>0 tons
displacement. The llremen and Pan-
ther are now in llampton Roads at the
Newport Newa shipyards undergoing re-

pairs. All these vessels are under the
command of t'ommodoro K'alau von
Hofe.
The ceremouiei incident to the formal

opening oi tbe exposition will l»e under
tha direction of Mr, Q, T. Shepperd,
aecretaty of the Exposition Company,
aasiated by l.ieutenant P. II. Bagby,
HIxlli United Btates Inl'antry, military
attache of the department of the secre-
tary.

At suurise on April 16 the Norfolk
Light Artillery Bluea, stationed at th*
exposition grounds, will fire a salute of
300 gmiM to usher in the day of the
opening. Upon the arrival of Preaident
Roosevelt on the Mayflower in llampton
Roads a salute will be fired by the
United Statea and foreign warships there
asaembled.

Promptly at 11 :.')0 the President will
be eacorted to the reviewing atand, on

Lee's Parade in tbe rear of tlie Auditor-
ium building, where the following exer-
cisea will take place

1. Opening prayer by Rt. Rev. Alfred
Magill Randolph, bishop of the diocese
of Bouthern Virginia.

2. Addreas and introduction of the
Preaident of the Untted Statea by Mr.
Harry St. George Tucker, president ol
the Jamestown Ex position Company.

3. Address by President Booaevelt.
4. Opening ofthe expoMtion by Pres¬

ident Rooaevelt.
When the President presses the gold

button starting the macbinery of the ex¬

position in motion it will at tbe name
time be the aignal for the unfurling of
more that 1,000 flags on the various
buildings of tbe exposition.

Immediately thereaftcr President
Roosevelt will review tbe parade, of
which Major General Frederick P.
Grant, of tbe U. B. army, will be the
grand marahal, which will be partlci-
pated in by tbe soldiers and sailors of
tbe United States ai.d foreign govern-
menia aod the national guard. The gov-
eroora of the different Statea having mil¬
ltary repreaenlation will participate in
tbe parade.

Philadelpbia, Pa., April 25..Tbat

tbe bibiical accotint of Jonah and the
whaie is nit a myth was a point in tbe
addreas delivered hy Prof. Pau! Hauj.t,
of Johofl Hopkins University, before the
American Philosopbical Bociety Satur¬
day. Tbe title ol his aidress was "On
Jonab's Whale," and be began by say¬
ing tbat in Mathew xii. 4», Jesus did
not make use of the story iu such a way
as to become authority for the iileral
truth of Jonab's books. He declared
t li Mt, despite tbe contentioo that tbe
whale'a gullet was ioosmall to admif Iha
passage ol a hidy ot anything like Iha
iliiiiensioiis of a man, there eaisted,
neveribcless, iho Meiiiterrauean sperm
wlisle, wilh an orilice large enaWgb to
awallow animala larger than a man,
Professor Haupt found in tbe record of
the King of Assyria, 1100 B. C. that a
"blower with ivory teeth" was killed at
Alexandrelta. This description ans-
wered pcrfectly to tha sperm whale, and
it undoubtedly bad appeared in Ihe
Mediterratiean.
