?? ? JAMESTOWN EXPOSITION.
Jamestown Exposition, Va., Aug 15.

Located in the northeast section of tbe
Exposition ground«, just across Com¬
monwealth avenue, east, from the
Palace of Machinery and Transportation
la a building which attract« tbe attention
of the visitor« to the Colonial City by
iu odd design. In appearance it re¬

sembles the Spanien type of architec¬
ture. It is constructed of gravel and
cement, the main building being square
with an oblong wing and of one etory
height.

Id thi« attractive building there are

housed the exbibite of Mexico, Puerto
Rico and the countries of Central and
South America. These exhibit« have
been installed under the direction of
tbe Bureau of Ameritan republic«.

In tbe main building the exhibit from
Puerto Rico is seen. Phis display shows
the progrese made in education since the
American occupancy of the island, also
tbe strides made in agriculture for the
.ame period.

In tbe school exhibit, there is seen tbe
work of scholar« under American method«
of instruction, and the exhibit reflect«
great credit on those in charge of the
educational interests there.
The difiere nt types of school building»",

«bowing the old Spanish and native peon
school and tbe new or modem school,
erected and nmintainedby American', is
seen near th" entrance to this building
and is most in fresting. The old rural
school il sii' * » «s it was centurie« «go,
when maintained under the Spanish
regime. These buildings are constructed
ol tbe Puma-RoHF, a hard wood of shrub
species, and a tbached rcof of sugar cane
leaves. The modern or American type is
built of the finished wood grown in that
fertile country, principally male cedar,
while the roofs are covered with corru¬

gated iron, imported from tbe United
States. The new buildings are rapidly
replacing tbe old.
Among the different products of tbe

.oil are seen tobacco, coffee, hard w *kìh
and cotton. In the manufacture ' ,ds
jellies, chocolate, rums, wines, sugar and
palm-straw bat« are shown.

In the center ot the room is a repro¬
duction of tbe peon or peasant hut.
This but is of the usual type seen in
tropical countries, constructed of tbe
Puma-Rosa, a growth of Royal palm,
bound together with Managua, a strong
fiber, with a tbached roof of sugar cane

leave«, while the floor is of palm slabs.
In the hut there may be seen many of
tbe native cooking utensils, crockery
made of the clay of the country, some of
beautiful design. All tbe pottery is
sun-baked and is very durable. Na'ive
wooden musical instruments, sandals, a

fish net made from the paim-wood and
called nazo, the sugar knife and tbe var

weapon, the machete.
In tbe wing of iliis building, the dis-

plats of Mexico and some of the Amer¬
ican icpnblics are installed. On
pedestal in tbe center of this wing in a
model of the Mexican Goddess of Lib¬
erty, showiug the Mexican national
colors.
The International Bureau of tbe

America Republics has installed in one
end of ihe wing ot this building a huge
relief map of tbe continent of South
American and that part of North Amer¬
ica, known as Mexico and Central Amer¬
ica.

This map shows the plan forextensive
railroad systeons connecting the Atlantic
and Pacific coasts of these countries.

??ßß?-JAPÁÑESE TREATY,
The text of the Russo-Japanese treaty

recognizing the independence and terri¬

torial inteerity of the Chinese Empire
and pledging the two countries to tbe
maintenance of tbe status quo, which
was signed on July 30 last, was made
public yesterday in St. Petersburg sDd
was well received on all sides. In their
estimate of the results the conservative
and liberal newspaper« display remark¬
able unanimity in agreeing that it estab¬
lishes tbe relations between the two
power« on a sound basis, guaranteeing
unbroken peace for a long period.
The NovoeVremya expresses the opin¬

ion that the treaty is the turning point
in Russia'« Asiatic policy, enabl ng her
to shift her attention hereafter to nearest
Rueais, after having carefully weighed
the argument« in favor of waging a re¬
turn war for the recovery of the lost
ground in MaDchuria and having finally
decided 10 accept tbe situation as it is,
abandoning all idea of a war of revenge.
The Rossia characterize· tbe treaty as

a link in the chain of international agree¬
ments removing tbe menace of war in
tbe far east.

It is believed in Tokio that tbe Russo-
Japanese treaty include· a clause which
has not been published, specifically de¬
fining tbe respective spheres of influence
of tbe two countries. Under this clause
it is reported that a portion of tbe San¬
gari river is placed within Japan's
sphere, thereby modifying the exclusive
rights of navigating that stream which
was conferred upon Russia by the treaty
of Aiguu.
