THE BOYERTOWN HORROR.
Out of the rains of Rhoodee Opera

! Hui in Bo?ertown, Pe., one hundred
and sixty-seven blackened bodies, moally
of women end children, bad been re¬

moved last night. Then, with at least
forty rrore bodies in sight, end perhaps
more mixed inextricably in the debris,
the eearoh stopped.

Altogether 200 of Boyertown'a people
at least perished by fire, by trampling,
and by suffxtation in the awful tragedy
of Monday night. The list maj reach
250.

Clearly, the cause hu been deter*
mined. Curiosity of one child gaye the
push that sent all those fear-maddened

I people into eternity. Three hundred
and twenty men, women, end children
were in the audience which gathered to
witness an entertainment by St. John's
Lutheran Sunday school.

Mr*. H. E. Monroe, who waa running
it, bad combined with it a moving pic¬
ture show. Suddenly the sharp hissing
of air from an ill-fitting valve of the gs*
tank of the machine sounded. Women
and men apprehensively turned in their
seats and gazed at the sputtering ma¬

chine in the rear. Conversation became
so load that it reached behind the scenes.
One of the little girls innocently lifted

the muslin screen from the bottom to

peer at the audience. As abe did the
wooden bar and weight at the bottom
brushed against two lamps set in .

trough of tin, the reservoir for the oil.
Toppling over, the lamps were disjoint,
ed, and blsrng oil spread about the
stsge and the orchestra pit.
The lamps then rolled into the first

row of tbe orchestra, setting the clothing
of a couple ot children on fire. At the
same time the flimsy curtain became ig¬
nited.
With aaheet of flame swinging at

tbici from over the footlights, futile
eft iris to smother the fire were made by
the actors and the ntsge hands, and the
andience, from row to row, jumped upon
its feet. As they did so, tbe curtain,
burned from its fastening*, fell into th*
oil-soaked orchestra pit. At this two-
thirds of tbe audience ran for the only
exit leading to tte street, a steep stair
way, four feet wit!?. Tbs terrible scene*
which followed have already . eon de¬
scribed in tbe Gazette.
