SURPRISE EXPECTED.
That Harry K. Thaw was at least on

one occasion the guest of Stanford
White ia tbe architect's famous room in
the tower of the Madison Square Car¬

den, New York, was the most surprising
revelation made in yesterday's sessions
of the trial.

Dr. Charles C. Wagner, superinten¬
dent of the State Institution for the In¬
sane, at Binghamton, N. Y., wss the
first of the scientific experts called by
tbe defense.

It was during the examination of
October 3 that Thaw tdd Dr. Wagner
and Dr. Evans of his viiit to tbe tower.
Thaw said he had bern invited to at¬
tend as one of the guests through his
frirnd, Craig Wadsworth, who is an at
tache of the American Legation at Lon¬
don. Thaw told the physicians this
was early in 1901.
During this same visit of the two

alienists Harry Thaw bad als.) told
them of what purported to be the first
time he had seen Evelyn Nesbit.
He said it was some time in
1901, later io tbe year tban tbe
dinner party in the tower, when be was

standing in front of the New York Thea¬
tre. His attention wa*, hmtauted by see¬

ing a young girl comeotn nt the theatre,
whom Tnaw rJ<*C'ir-ed is 'remarkably
youthful snd pute-Iookii.g." His atten¬
tion was imtnedia ely attracted to ber,
and, turning toward somebody who stood
near him, be inquired who she wss.

The answer was, "Her name is Nesbit,
and she is Standford White's."
Tnaw's comment was tbat he "could

not understand how such a charming
young and innocent-looking girl could
be attracted by such a miserable
creature."

Dr. Wagner ssid Thaw described Stan¬
ford White in that interview as "having
red bair end looking like a monkey."
Thaw told tbe physician, however, lhat
prior to that time be had no feeling of
bitterness against Mr. White and would
gladly have done anything he could to

oblige him.
Dr. Wagner testified the prisoner told

of his efforts to have Stanford White
punished by appealing to Anthony Com¬
stock and District Attorney Jerome, and
said he had not intended attacking
While, but tbat Providence took the
matter in hand and ended it io its own

way.
Dr. Wagner said tbat Thaw never

spoke of White by name, but always re¬

ferred to bim as "the beast" or "tbe
blackguard."
There will he published in a few days

a story concerning Evelyn Thaw, which
may have an important bearing upon
ibe result of the trial.
Tho attempt to keep this story from

the public because of the effect it mav
have upon the jury has been frustrated
by wrangles among tbe numeroua Thaw
lawyers. Tbe story bas leaked out and
is now being closely investigated. Its
publication will have tbe effect of nulli¬
fying any sympathy for Thaw which may
have been aroused by Evelyn Thaw's pa¬
thetic story told in court.

CHIOAGO'8 UNEMPLOYED.
An attempt of the Chicago socialists

to bring about a "march of the unem¬

ployed" through the down-town streets
yesterday resulted in two sharp fights
with the police, in which the would-be
marchers were routed after a number of
men had been clubbed. Dr. Benjamin
L. Reitman, the originator of the plan
to march through the streets, and two of
his followers were arrested.
For several davs Reitman, who is a

socialist, had been making announce¬
ments of his intention to hold a parade
of "hoboes" aod "unemployed" despite
the warning given him by Chief of
Police Shippy that no march through
ihe streets would be permitted. Reit¬
man, however, continued to defy the
authorities, and Wednesday night thou¬
sands of circulars were distributed
through the down-town saloons and in
the lodgicg-house district celling upon
all men out of work to assemble at 2
o'clock on the lake front. Tbe Chief
of Police early in the day reiterated bit
statement that the march would not be
permitted, and directed tbat all the
police force be held in reserve at iLe
various stations.
Nobody waa seriously bart during the

excitement, incident to breaking up the
parade, although some of the marchers
will hare aore heads aad backs for a few
day a. Many of them seemed to regard
the whola thicg as a huge joke until
they came in contact with the police.
Reitman and two of hia followers,

who were arrested at the same time ai

be will be arraigned in court today on

charges of disorderly candue, and incit¬
ing a riot.
