Ithe tima the ‘stal shots were fired,
Harry Keodall Thaw, as siated in the
(Guzette of that day, was on “sturday
held by the court to ba & dangerous

lanatic and was whirled away from New-
York to the Siae hospital for the erimi-
ua! insane nt Matieawsn.

Thaw arrived there at 9:30 o'clock
that pight and wes immedistely assigned
to the observation wsrd of the Biate
nospitsl for the crimioul insane, where
he will remain for & week or two, uotl
the suthorities can note his meotsl cov-
diton and meke some definite arrangs
ment for his futnre stey io the institu-
tion.,

The trip from New York was msde
without incident. Thaw chatted con-
santly with his attoroeys, and smoked
several black oigars, He gave ovut &
statement on the train, in which he de-
clared that his stay st the Matteawnn
would be bri-f.  His couosel, he de-
 olared, would sue out & writ of babess
" ¢urpua in his behslf as soon as they hsd
the desired procfs in band,

Thaw spent his first night at the Mat-
taswan Siute Hospital in ward No. 1

His companiony, numbe ing xbout sixty,
paid no more attention to him than i
necorded to any other new arrieal at the
ipstitunion, For the first time fo his
life he became & one of the commin
berd.,

He» was assigned to s cot beside (Qoim-
to Appo, the Coinese morderer who
siew Paul Kelly, the progefighter,  hirty-
three vesrs sgo.  For an hour or two he
wis compelled to listen to the maudlio
ruvinga of the old Oelestial, who im-
sgives he in +he owoer of & huodred or
1wo $10,000,000 hotels and all that goes
with them.

All in the ward sre white men with
the exception of Appo and & negro who
oocupied w bed three or four removed
from Thaw, Many patieots imagice
thea selies milligunires, Thuw is looked
upon «8 & pauper by them,

Tonw paseed & resless night.  Yeater-
dny morning he went to the shower bath
and washed,

He ccmpleted his toilet at 6:50, in
time to march to the men's diniog hall,
where 800 ivmatea are served by the
more ratiooal patients, He ate sparing.
ly. The fecod w-4 wholesome sod well
conked,

Buenkiast over, he was taken to the
day room of werd 1, and sssigned to &
cheir, Newrpiperesnd magszines were
p:sced at his disposnl. When not try-
iog 1o avoid conversation he sttempted
o resd.

The worst hardship he has bad to oo-
degro as yel s being deprived of cignr-
¢ties, He is an inveterste smoker.
Being compelled to bresk off suddenly
bes resulted in a great strain opon his
ovrves, He became aogry abou: it at
first, but the doctors were inexorable,
