In thess days of rushes 1o the pie
| enunter and the feed trough in polities,
and of consideration of every official
position as & job and estimation of it by
ita yield in dollars, it ia refreshiog io
read the reference hy Captain Gordon
MecOabe, of the Confederate States Ar-
tillery, to certain service done the State
by Major Bob Hunter, of the Stons-
wall Brigade aod John B, Gordon’s
siafl,

Mejor Hunter undertook the work of

compiling for permanent preservation &
roster of all the 160,000 and odd wen
sent by Virginia intoc the Confederate
army. After he bad begun and become
thoroughly intereated. the sppropriation
made by the legislatare ran out. lo
four years of service in the Conlederate
ariny Major Hunter had acquired the
habit of serving the Biate of Virginia
without much consideration of the mat-
ter of salary. So, quietly and patiently
and withont saying anything about if,
he went on with the performance of the
duty mssigned him, worked lhe year
through without & dollar of pay, snd
his made no ples for recompense,
Probably the public pever would bave
been informed of this circamatsnce il
the committee reviewing Majr Hunter's
work in the preparation of the rater
had not alluded to iv essoally in an
official report.
The iucident is illostrative of the
character and motives of the men who
toiled and endured, faced death in des-
perate service and sielded the blood
from their veins, faithful in defeat as in
viclory, receivioy a few cenls a moath
precarionsly paid, because they loved
Virgioia and were ieady to dare oy
chance in ber yuarcel. The State and
her work, the army snd its glory, were
the first purposes and the possible dol-
Iar and even the uncertsin rations were
inconsequential ineidents. Along with
the fine old soldier« «f the Oonfederacy
lives the generous pairiotiam, the whole-
