Today's Telegraphic News.
The Labor Situation.

New York, Feb. 20..That the prta-
ent critical labor situation oo the rail¬
roads of tbe country will nave sn evil
effect oo the stock market for some time
to come is the generally accepted belief
in financial circles today. President
Roosevelt's action in demanding an

iuvrstigatioa of conditions and knowl¬
edge that he is determined to learn
whether or not wage reductions are war¬

ranted has boon a strong bear document,
but men who should know assert tbe
real trouble is tbe embarrassment of cer¬

tain men popularly rated as millionaires.
Tbe belief is general that the present

depreeaioo in the market is due to the
desire of powerful interests to punish
thous who opposed them successfully
in the past. It is claimed by operators
that the forcing cown of tbe so-called
Gould shares haa been accomplished by
a coterie of men whose interests have
been lo dsys gone by attacked by the
Goulds.

These men now control to a certain
extent the money market, and they are

aaid to have refused loans to persons di-
rrc'ly interested. Another strong besr
argument is the investigstion being
nude by the special grand jury named
to look into the financial situation by
Justice Dowling of tbe sftalrs of the
Delaware and Hudson Railway. Dela¬
ware and Hudson has been under pres¬
sure for some time and it was a generally
¦¦ccepied belief that outsiders wera try-
teg lo wrest control of it from Hsrriman
aud his friend*. The news that the
graud jury was looking into Delaware
end Hudson was a distinct surprise to the
market and inasmuch as tbe matter nn-

member of the House. He was bora in
Abbeville, S. 0 /j7 years ago, and spent
much of his life in active farming.
Quiet and unobtrusive, Lattimer seldom
wa* heard in debate, but he was recog¬
nised ss a useful sud hind working com¬

mittee member. He seived on some of
the most important committees of the
Se' ate. His hobby wu "good roads,"
and a bill of which he was tbe author
and which proposed government aid in
the development aod improvement of
tbe roads of tbe country, bas attracted
considerable attention. Senator Littl-
me> always stood high in tbe councils of
his party.
