capacity much sympathy with the
king whose head ltawas hia duty lu his
professional capacity to cut off. In
another letter he attrlbutea the courage
with which he met his death to tbe
firmness of bis religious principles,
and when be himself died in 180U he

bequeathed money to pay for masses

for bis victim's soul.
