Numbers of householders who are de-
firous of installing a telephone are de
terred by lguorance of the departmen-
tal reguiations and (he fear of red tape.
The procedure is really so slmple that
p few notes, forestalling the efforts of
the proposed postoffice publicity depart-
ment, may prove of interest to Intend-
ing subweribers,

The first step Is to write to the dep
uty P M. G, stating the position of
the premises and asking particulars of
the fees payable. By return post you
will receive a printed card (Form XO,
982) stating that your letter Lias been
duly received and is hnying aitention
This card Is sent by the office hoy and
has no real bearlng on the subsequent
proceedings.

After this effort the departnient takes
& brief rest 1o recover its strength aod
then plnnges Into a serles of abstse

calenlations over a period of same
weeks. The result of this mountaln o
labor Is apn absurdly Inadeqnate mouse

In the shape of a clreular (Form CB,
67) Inforwing you that your telephone
will cost you £3 per aunum for a max-
imum of 2,000 orlginating calls. 1If
this startling example of departmental
omnlgcience does not overpower you,
you may wrlte to the D. P, M. G, ae-
cepting hiz offer and Instructing him to
proceed with the work.

Within ten dags or therenbout you
will receive another circular (Form C,
1046), requesting yon to sign the at
tached agreement and poy twelve
months’ reut ln advance. Haviug done
this, you may safely take a bollday.

After an Interval of, say, a mouth It
s ns well to write to the D. P. M. G,
polating out that you bhave only a lease
of the premises and are therefore aox-
fous to have the telephone as soon as 18
convenient. You will recelve no reply
to this (Form XY, 1278, being out of
print), but a few weeks Iater 8 very
civll spoken young man will present a
balf gallon “billy” at your back door
and reguest a little hot water for
breakfast. If you direct attention to
the size of the LUly the man will point
out two of bis mates who are sitting
oa your roof and two others standing
in an expectant attitude in yoor back
garden, and & sixth man will be found
standing at the hedd of a linesman's
bandeart out in the right of way.
The men on the roof are discussing
where they will fix your telephone
wire, while the men In the garden are
walting to cateh them |o cuse they roll
off, This tends to show the perfection
of the organization which exists In all
great governmeot departments.

If the weather keeps flne the neces-
sary wires will soon be connected, and
nothing then remalns but to ebtain the
telephone Ilnstrument. After walting.
say, two or three weeks without result
you should write to the delly papers,
@directing attention to the facts and
signing yourdelf “Disgusted Tuxpayer.”
On the day following the insertion of
your letter the “official explanation”
(Form XO, 78) will appear In a prow-
inent position In the pews columns.
The explanation will set out that the
postal department is not to blame,
since It ordered seven telephone instru-
ments in 1904, but the demand has
been so great that these have already
been used. It will further explain that
tenders sre being called for ten addl-
tional imstruments and nrrangements
are belug made for proizpt delivery.
Agaln, it will state that all applica-
tions are dealt with strictly in order of
priority, and as soon as the 1,196 back
orders are completed “Disgusted Tax-
payer's” application will recelve imme-
dlate consideration.

The same day's evening paper wil
contaln an interview with the minlster
concerned, who will express regret that
“Disgusted Taxpayer’ did not write di-
rect to the department under his own
name, ‘The minister will add that he
is completely reorganizing the depart-
ment, and, although only nine months
In office, he has already had two tele

The Dest way
18 to suggest, with due diffidence, that
the telephone should be placed under
the kitchen sink. The fitter will suy
that Is Impossible and express his In
tention of putting it over the drawing
room mantelpiece. At this stage, wi
a lirtle tact and n violently expressed
preference for the sink. you will suc
ceed In having the Ipstrument set up
In the hall, where you wanted It

Your troubles are now over, and at
the modest charge of £5 per annum
advance you have a plece of furniture
which is an ornament to any house, In
the event of your ever desirlng to use
your new telephone you should frst
read the Instructlons most carefully,
and If yon are connected to a suburban
exchange It 1a always as well to drop a
post card to the manager the day be

fore you ring up. Attention to thic 1it-
tle polnt will lusure the prowmpt at-
tendance of an operator when you do
ring, and you will then learn without
nnnecessary loss of time that the num-
ber you want Is engaged.

Three months or thereabout after
the telephone Is instnlled your name
(incorrectly spelled and  with  sowe
one else’s initinlz) will be duly inserted
in the officlal telephone directory, and
earth will bold no further joys In store,

It will be seen from this that in-
stalling a telephone 18 a perfectly slw-
ple operation, and, ifggue regard is
pald to the hints here given, the whole
thing can be fixed up within the year.
