BURIAL OF MR, CLEVELAND.
Grover COleveland’s remains were
buried yeoserdsy eveming in the Cleve-
lsnd plot in Prineston Cemeiory. At D
o'clock & distinguished y nilenily
watched as the body waa lowered into
the grave. Then Lhe simple burial ser-
vice of the Presbyterisn Cburch was
resd and before the last of the carrisges
in the cortege had drivea up to the path
leading to the burial plare, the benedie-
tion bad been pronounced and the mem-
bers of the family, President Roosevelt
and athers who had gathered abount the
grave, were leaving the cemetery. Maoy
ol the personal friends of the dead +ttes-
man liogercd about. the spot which
was lo merk  his last restiog plsce, snd
ench in tarn was permiitad to cast o
shovelfol of earth into the grave,

Agreeable to the wishes of Mre. Cleve-
lanu the screices beth st the houre and
at the cemelery were of the simplest
character. An invoestion, scriptursl
reading, & briel prayer and the resding
of 8 Willism Wordsworth poem, “*Char-
acter of the Happy Warricr,” constituted
the services at the houss, while the read-
ing of the burial service at the grave
waa brief and impressive,

Although the funeral was of a strictly
privats nature, thosein sit:ndance num-
bored many distiogaished citizens, iu-
cluding Prasident Roosevelt, Governcr
Fort, of New Jersey; Goveroor Hughes,
of New York; Gov., Hoke Bmitn, of
Gecrgia; former memberd of President
Cleveland's Oabinit «fMcials of the
Equitable Life Assurance Sociely, mem-
bers of the Priuceton University faculty
and friends and peighbors,

Mr. Cleveland was buried as a private
citizan retner than as the former chief
executive of the neton, Thers was
nothiog thet savored of the official, and
the military element wan injsctad solely
as s measure of precautionin protecting
President Roosevelt,

The president srrived at 4:38 p. m.,
snd was met at the statlon by Goveracr

Fort, The president, Governor Firl
and Secratery Loeb weras delven st onece
to Westland, Upon his arcival at the
house the president went £y Mrs, Cleve-
Iand oflaring his sympathy and exprees-
ing keen regret at Mr, Olevelaod's
death,

The president then returned to the re-
coption room, where the body had been
removed in the afternoon from Lhe room
on the second focr, in which !r, Cleve-
Innd died,

A few minutes latar the four clergy-
men who officlet *d came down the stairs
to the hall leading to the recetion room
followed by Mrs, Clevelaod and the chil-
dren, Esiher and Richerd, Asthey ap-
peared npon the landiog, sccompanied
by Dr. Joseph D, Brysot, the whole
company rose and ramaioed itinding
throoghout the servipes,

Just before the services were begun
Mrs, Cleveland sent down word that she
did nct want & single newspaper msn in
the house. 8Bhe had previously sutho-
rized Prof. Howmrd McLeashsn, of
Pyinceton University, in cheyge of fhe
faneral arrangemeni-, to issue tickels o
admission to the funersl to fonr report
ers lo represent sll the newspapers of
the country through the various press
connections, aud seats had been allct.ed
t)them.

Just before the servicss Prof, Leoa-
han announced to them and to fhe cor-
reaponden it who, as usual, hud accom-
panied President Roosevelt snd who
were waiting with them that Mrs, Oleve-
land had chianged hey miod and wished
none of them in tiie home during the
arreices,

The services began with an invoeation
by Rev. Sylvester M, Beach, of the Firat
Presbytsrian  Ohurch, of Princeton,
which waa followed by seriplual raading
by Rev. Maitland V. Barlleit, of the
Wesat Faras Presbyterisn Chuych, of
New York, a former pastor of Mr, Olev-
elsnd, who read from the foumitecth
chspter of the Book of Johu and a num-
ber of passsges from the fooith and
twenly-second chapt ra of the Thessa-
lonians,

Dr, Henry Van Dyke said that, “‘sc-
cording lo the request of woe whose
