Cuthriell, e

Engineer Harlow suddenly discovered
that the connecting rod was Joose, Be-
fore be could sct it bad broken and be-
come jsmmed in the figiog machinery,
The beads of both the high sod low
pressora cylinders flew off, and the alr
was fllled with fragments of iron casting
and steam.

Heelog the steam envelop Cuthriell,
and fesriog he would be killed, Harlow
sterted for the fireroom 1o shut ff the
steam from the bollers, but he became
imprisoned between Ihe engines by
clonds of scalding atesm, He thoaght
Cuthriell was rojsted by thet time, and
Oothriell thought the euginetr might be
dead. He, bowever, made hin way Lo
the firercom, and the steam was shut off
in time (v prevent cnoking the im-
prisoned engineer.

The men were bruised sod bleeding,
snd when they inok mecouni of their
buits it was found that tha fying bits of
the eylinder heads bhad ws'rock them
both, cu tog Mr, Outhiiell about the
arme and legs and lacerating his haods,
while Mr. Harlow, besidea hia par-
boiled skin, was struck in the buck by &
heavy casting.
