BY BALLOON TO THE POLE.
Walter Wellman, who planned re¬

cently about going to the Noith Pole in
a <leligible balloon, said laat nig it that
be waa planning to make the attempt
uext year. He said hia airship, tba
America, built for polar atmoapheric
condition!, could eaaily travel Irina New
York to Buffalo, Detroit, or even Chica¬
go. It is, Mr. Wellman said, tbe
second largest airship ever built, its
260,000 cubic feet being exceeded only
by Zeppelin.

"But in fuel-conveying capacity and
radiua of action the America exceeds the
Zeppelin," continued Mr. Wellman, "aa
iu the latter ship a larger proportion of
tbe lifting ft.ree ii abaorded In railing
tbe machine itself. Tbe total lifting
power of my ship is 19,500 pouodi. Io
this country whera guide ropiog ls im-
practicable and greater variationa of
tempe rut ure in a given short period must
be reckoned witb, I iee no renou why
the America ahould not remain 00 to 60
houri in the air, and make a voyage of
1,000 miles, currying five toni of crew,
fuel, etc., provided the wind conditlona
were not t >o unfavorable."

Mr. Wellman aaid be expected to
bring the America to thia country In the
fall. It is now being put in order In
Paris by his chiel engineer.
