the murderer before that date. Tbe ac-

Ward, at Maidstone. He slipped from
the house unobserved at an early hour
this moroiog, leaving a note sayiog that
he wai unable to longer to bear the
strain uf the terrible accusation.

A
few days ago a half-witted fellow gave
himself up aod confessed that be killed
the woman, but his statemeots were

easily disproved,
Geoeral Luard was 69 years old and

had served io Souto Africa. He sup¬
pressed the Irish uprising in Loodou
io 1867 aod retired from the army with
the rank of major geoeral. His only
son is now on bis way home from South
Africa.
