doun county; sergeant major, Boyd M.
"Smith, of Louisa; chaplain, Rev. Frank
A. Strother, of Fairfax; adjutant Henry
A. Ashby, of Delaplane.

After this meet ng, dinner was served
on the lawn of K E. Rogers, by the
Daughters of the Confederacy. From
ihe p' rtico of tbe residence Mayor O.
Ernest Leith delisvtred an address of
welcome lu behalf of the town and tbe
Daughters of the Confederacy, to wbich
a response wes made by Rev. J. T.
Williams, of West Virginia.
Capt John H. Alexander, of Leea¬

burg, who has written a most excellent
bistiry of Mosby'a exploits, himself a

member of the command, waa chosen
mai trna* ter. The first to address the
assemblage a't rr di oner waa Henry T.
Hhriison. Mr. Harrison's subject was

"Mosby and bis men," and his eulogy
of the Confederate cause and of the gal¬
lant deeds of Mosby's command waa

LOST A MILLION A DAY.
An aggregate loss of $1,000,000 a day

daring the months when the forest fires
have boen prjvailing in various psrts of
tbe United States is estimated by W. J.
Magee, the erosion expert of the De¬
partment of Agriculture. Tbe forestry
bureau, in a ttitement yesterday, aays
tbat probably in every inatance the
devastating forest fires migb: have been
preveot-d if tbe various statis had pro¬
vided an adequate number of men lu
patrol tbe woc.de and arrest the fires in
(heir ncipieocy aod if lumbermen and
other uaers ol the forest bad been care
ful to dispose of brash alter logging, ao
as to prevent th* apread of fires.

Exclusive of salaries ol forest officers
the work ol putting down fires on the
national forests during the past year
coat the government $30,000, wbich
means pntectiog approximately 168,-
000,000 sere**. The statement says tbe
loee from timber destroyed In 1908 will
be larger than last yesr, but that it is
doubtful if tbe exact losses will ever be
known.
