peared. Bids for armor plate opened at

the Navy Department on M inday showed

identical propoaitioua from each of tbe

companies for claas A armor, and for

auch bids for class B, 0 and D aa to

make cch of the companies a lowest
bidder for one of Ibe classes. In other

words, it was obvious from tbe bids

that the companies had entered into au

agreement which would permit a divi¬

nion of the class A contract and insure

the av"_'d to each of them of oae of 'he

other contracts. In the opinion of the

naval authorities, there ia no question
tbat the tids ahow ai agreement among

the steel companies to divide the big
conti at for class A armor, and to force

a distribution of the other contracti

among them. When the Midvale com<

pany first entered the armor-plate com
petition it was with a bid so far below

that of the Carnegie and Bethlehem

corni a'lies that it was thought the mo-

noply ei joyed by those companies wai

to be broken. Notwithstanding thi?,
however, Urger contract* were given the

older concerns, aid Midvale got merelj
enough work to er aile it to demonstrate

whether it could make sati'fact >ry plates.
Again last yt ar tbe Midvale concern

wat the lowest bidder, aad again it gol
the amallest contia-.ts. On Monday,
however, the bids were identical, so it ia

evident that tbe old "armor plate trust"

bat been revived aod extended, and noa

more tl an ever has the government al

it-i me ray, They indicate also tbat the

Midvale Steel Company, whose inde¬

pendent, competition hwke up the old

"armor phte tru-t," baa been either

won over to trust ways or atsorbed by
the old "iruat" companies. In refer¬

ence to these armer plate bids the Phil¬

adelphia Record says:
One possibility suggested by tbe evi¬

dent conceit of a tion by tbe Midvale
aad its two former rivals is that during
the* j'lou*! timot of the panic last fall,
or winter, th» i.ld "t-wat*' companies,

plate situation. This view, if correct,
raises the question: "To what extent
did President Roosevelt aid In bringing
about this cond t on of consolidator,
control or a norption.'*' Lattiail, wheo
the steel tru«.t practically asked permis¬
sion of Roosevelt to buy up their great¬
est competitor, the Tennessee Iron &

Prof. Hull Attackcs Prealdent.
Philadelphia, Nov. ll..Declaring

Presided Roosevelt to be the moat dan¬
gerous enemy ti tbe cause of internation¬
al peace to be found io this coootry,
Professor William I. Hall, of Swarth¬
more College, bunched a ravage denun¬
ciation ol tbe president's na<al policy
before the Friend' Pesce Association
here last night. "We are seeing the
rame policy that Bismarck, the 'iron
chancellor,' purtued beiog applied io
the naval policy of thia government,"
said Dr Hull. "Our president, Con*
gresaman Hobson and Admiral Evana
are the foremost aivocate-s of expansion
aod enlargemeot ot our fighting strength,
and tbey are doing much to thwart the
efforts being made to develop tbe modern
idea of peace. Tbere is danger of our

throwing asiJe tbe opportunity to take
the first place among world powers In
the great movement."
Referring to the editorial poaitioo which

the president has accepted on tbe atari
of the Outlook, Dr. Hull said: "Io be¬
coming a contributor to the pages of that
magazine, the president will bave an ex¬

cellent opportunity to nield his influence
ia favor of an iocreased oaval aod mili¬
tary atrengtb, aod the Outlook wiil
carry even more of the tame aei.t ment
tba j it bas carried in the past."

BISHOP OF WASHINGTON.
Tbe coDveotion ot ihe Episcopal

Dicceae of Washington, in session yes¬
terday,elected Rev. Dr. Alfred H. Hard¬
ing, rector of St. Paal'a Protestant Epis¬
copal Church, of that city, as second
bishop of Washington, to succeed ihe
late Henry Y. Salt rlee. The conven¬

tion was in session all day, and it was

after 6 o'clock that evening before tbe
fourth and succesaful ballot which elect¬
ed Dr. Harding wai taken.
The morning sealion of the conven¬

tion waa taken op with a discussion a*

th6 sa'ary to be paid the bishop, a id af*
ter much debate the convent on decided
tbat the salary should be $5,000 per an¬

num, the use of a boase rent free and
$1,000 for Ibe employment of a secre¬

tary. Aa attempt to riise the sa'ary to
$8,000 was lost, but Dr. George Carter
secured the pa-rage of a resolution for
the appointment of a committee of five
laymen of tbe church who shauld en-
deav.»- to raise a fund to be placed in
the bands of the bishop to be used by
him lo pay for hospi ality or entertain¬
ment which waa necessary to maintain
the bishopric.

After luncheon, tbe convention lls-
teoel to nomination apeechee. Tbe fol¬
lowing were Dominated: Rev. Randolph
MoKim, Washington; Rev. James B.
Winchester, of Memphis, and Ba*. R.
P. Wilt ams, of Washington, and Rt
Rev. Dr. Sheldon Munson Griswold,
Missiousry Ii shop of Silina, Kan. At
4 o'clock the balloting began. The Brit
ballot resulted as lollow*: McKtm, 34,
clergy, 3C laity; Griswold, 32 clergy, 21
laity; Winchester, 10 clergy, 9 laity;

Just as the third ballot was tobe taken
Dr. C. Ernest Smith, of Washington, ia
an el'quen'. speech nominated Dr. Al¬
fred H. Harding, of St. Paul's Church,
and paid a high tribute to him as a man
and clergyman.
Tbe third baliot was then taken, and

although Dr. Harding got the msjority
oftbe clrtital vote, he fell abort by eight
votes of the laity, and as it reqaires i

concurrent vote of both orders, be
'ailed of election, bot the fourth ballot
was taken immediately and be was the
choice of both orders on this ballot and
waa declared elected bishop of Washing¬
ton.
The new bishop of Washington was

born in Lisburn, county Antrim, Ire¬
land, in 1852. Hia father removed tr
this country when Mr. Harding was a

lad.
He prepared himself entirely unaided

for a college, and in 1872 he entered
Trioity College at Hartford, Ct. In
1875 be gradna.ed at the head of bb
class
He was ordained deacon by Bishop

Littlejohn, of Long Gland, and served
his d'acooa'e at Trinity Ohnrch, Ge¬
neva. He wai ordained priest in 1883
and was immediately called to ft,
Paul's in Baltimore as assistant to Dr,
Hodges.
