break of tbe civil war was engaged in

engine* ring in the mining sectons of
Weet Virginia. He I a ' previously gral-
uated a> tbe Virginia Military Iost'tute,
standing second In the class of 1858.
He entered the 3G:h Virginia regiment
aa lieutenant colonel.and served galla'jtly
throughout the lour years' conflict. Col.
Reid was wounded at Fort Donaldson
and lost a leg in tbe action near Wood¬
stock io October, 18.64.

-At the close of hostilities he resumed
his residence in Alexandria where he had
lived from hii 'ixtt-enth year, and a' the
death of his father, over forty yeara ag \

A few years ago failing health com¬

pelled him lo abandon the active nosi¬
ness Hie he had been following, and re¬

cently he ha I been confined to his home.
Colonel Reid was the true type of

the Virgil ia gentleman. Precise aid
methodical throughout life, he filled
every position be had occupied in the
most ra'islsctory manner, and enjoyed
the esteem of all associated with him at

well as that of those having business witb
bim; hence the announcement of hie death
will be rrad with sincere regret by all
who knew him.
