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Thk ulvance sheels of ceneus bulletin
9o, eoverirg tbe statistics of marriage
sod divorce for tbe twenty years between
1887 and 190C, inclusive, show nearly
twelve million marr a|M ant1 one million
divorces for the period investigated.
This is a sad state nf affairs which seems

to be going from bad to worse. The

carriage rate in tbe United Btstes in

1900 was M per 10,000 popu'at'on; the

divorce n te in tbe same year, 73 per
100,000 population. Both the rrarri-ge
lind tbe divorce latss ire larger in Ibe
United Sates than in any foreign coun¬

try but tbe divorces in the south are

not proportionately *o maiy as in tbe

other sa'.es, though they are numerous

enough in Ml conscience sake. Divorce
is now two aid one-half times as com¬

mon, compared with the married popu¬
lation, ss it wsi 40 yean ago, and not

lesa (ban one ma-riage out of twelve is
terminated by divorce. Tbis seems to

be the growing evil of the times and calls
for rigid mtrriage and divorce laws and
their vigorous enforcement. Nothing
more undermines society than the loose

observance of these laws.
