All arrangements for their depart-
ure had been mate, when Mme. S.ein-
beil suddenly called in Dr. Acheray lo
sttend her mother. Achersy says that
he examined Madsme Japy, but could
find nothing the matter with
ber, Malame Steinheil stoutly in-
sisted, however, tbat her mother was
indisposed, and,despile his resssurance,
ghe abandoved the trip to Bellevae,
The morder took place that night.

Acheray expressed the opinion that
plsns for the marder were mnde after
the trip to Ballevue had been srranged,
aud that the alleged indisposition on the

ariof Mme Japy was 4 mere ruse on
Ear daughter's part o have an excuse
for abanduniog the trip,

Tae statement of Acheray, following
the medicsl « xamination of Mme Japy's
body, which disclosed the fael tha! ber
spleen was fn'act, which fs viriaally
proof that she did not die of straoguia-
tion, hus convivced the authorities that
Mme Siienheil's story of the ciime is &
{abrication from beginoiog to eod.

Steinheil pod Mme Japy died from the
eflects of poison, sod tbat, after death,
their morderers bound the bodles with
cords and wires to support the story that
they were strangled to death by th.

Fighting In Port au Prince.
Port su Prince, Dec. 3 —The loyal
troops who have beeo keepiog order in
the city under the direction of the newly
forsred commitee of salety, have been
obliged to fire on bands of looters who
were robbing the big warehouses, sud a
dozen persous are reported killed, The
city is now virtoally under martial law,
The fact that the troops protscied the
deposed president and permitied him 1o
secure a refuge on a foraign warship in-
flamed the enemies of the late sdminis-
tation, Nord Alexis and his advisera
fooght bitterly sgainst politicsl refogees
belug given 8 haven nnder a foreign flag

Binds from the outlying sections of
the city fovaled the business district
and marched op aud down, breskicg
ioto the estahlishments that promised the
best loot.

Fighting over the spoils then became
general and word wai sent to police
headquar ers that the conleslants were
threatening to set fire to the stores that
they hid looted.

Members of the committea of public

No order was given to disperse. In-
alead the troops fired down the alreets ao
soon A8 they came within range, and the
thieves fled in all directions, Eight
men were killed nt the first volley snd a
number wera wounded,

This took the spirit out of the mob
and they put up but a weak resistanes,
Eutl in the fightiog four others were

illed.

3, —The Czsch uptising
throughout DBohemis fs today rapidly
assuming the proportions of & full fadged
rebellion,

this city has had the reverse effect from
that saticipated, nod reports from over
the province today indicate that thou-
sands of Ozechs sre rushiog toward the
city to sid the snti-German element,
It is eatimnted that 30,000 Ozechs are
now warring sgainst the police and troops
thronghout Bobemia, snd the number is
belng rapidly inereased,
