throw his window open to the air
even in the dead of winter, and he
will not sometimes complain if
there is n little drift of snow across

the sill in the norning.

Oyster Shell Window.
<>n the west cots! of India ls

found a species of oyster. I'la<*una
placenta, whose shell consists of a

pair of roughly circular plates about
sh inches in diameter, thin and
white. At present these oysters aro
collected for the pearls which they
often contain, although few are fit
for the use of the jeweler. But in
the early days of English rule in In¬
dia tho shells were employed for
window panes. Cut into little
.quares, they produced a very pret¬
ty effect, admitting light like front¬
ed glass. When the Bombay cathe¬
dral was built, at the beginning of
the eighteenth century, its windows
were paned with these oyster shells.
In Goa they are still thus employed.
