the activities ot tbe secret service to
the investigation of counterfeiting
and tbe protection of the per¬
son of the preaident. This is ihe
limitation that br night forth critcieun
Irom Mr. Roosevelt aod almost camed
a brearrh between the executive aod
legislative branches of the government
early in the present session of Congress
Tbe presence of the limitation in tbe
bid ia taken to mean that Coogress bas
jastified ita action through the testi¬
mony of tbe executive officers of the
government, wh testifi :) tbat the in¬
vestigation of fr* ud was cot hampered
hy the limitation of the secret service.
