MR. ROOSEVELT AGAIN.
President Roosevelt yesterday added

another striking chapter to the secret
service controversy, in a vigorous and

lengthy reply to the atttcks made on

ibis breach of the government in a re¬

port made recently by Senator Hemen-
way, of the Ssrja'e committee on appro¬
priations. Senator Hemenway, io this
report, upholding the limitation io the
-cope of the secret service, asserted that
it hal never been the inteotlou of Con¬
gress to build up a "spy" system, and
with evident reference to this part of the
report, the president declared that if the
limitations of the use of tbe secret ser¬

vice bad beeo io force when the sena¬

torial laod frauds were ooearthed a few
years ago, a senator, a representative
aod various meo of wealth aod high po¬
litical influence, who at that time were
convicted, would a'l have escaped pun¬
ishment. The president's letter is ad¬
dressed to acting Chairman Hale, of the
Senate appropriations committee.

Character zing as "inaccurate and mis¬
leading io varioos important respects,"
both Senator Hemenway's report aod
the debate which it aroused in the
Ssnate, the president presented a mass
of facts and figures in defense of the secret
service during the seven years of his ad¬
ministration. Some of the president's
data is based upon information supplied
by Attorney General Bonaparte and Sec¬
retary of Interior Garfield, In support of
the efficiency of the secret service io tbe
detection of crime.
He takes to task tbs membership

of the committee for tbe limitations
of the activity of the secret ser¬

vice, and says it now proposes to
establish another secret service, bs«ed
along the same lines ai tbe present «yc-
tem. He insist- tbat, under tbe direc¬
tion of Chief Wilkie, the secret service
hts been of invaluable service in running
down criminals, and adds that it has
done th's work despite the opposition by
Congress. The letter of tbe pres'dent
also denies that there are "over 3,000
men" employed in Chief Wilkie's ser¬

vice, and corrects the statement by say¬
ing there are only 167 men regu'arly on
the pay rolls.

KILLED HIS BROTHER.

lewis Morgan stabbed bis brother,
Wenda'! Morgan, to death at Index,
Ya., Saturday Dight. It is said tbat
both were under tue ic fl lenee of ictox-
cants when tbe quarrel comn.t

Both young m«n are well known and
were looked upon as being peaceable
and succe'sfol f roners. Lewis was ar¬

rested aod wa- arranged before tbe coro¬
ner's jury today. The stabbing occurred
while a number of farmers who h«d
come in for their weekly purchases were
on tbe st-eet at Index. It is known
that both Wendall and L»wis were at¬
tentive to the same yoong woman aud
that threats had frequently passed be¬
tween them.

At Rio de Janeiro aod Callao tbe fleet

Singapore
and Colombo there were cholera, small¬
pox aod yellow fever; at Messina peoti-
lenee followed in the wake of the earth¬
quake and fire. Yet no epidemic struck
tbe fleet. Although there were a num¬
ber of deaths, tbe casualty Bat waa

scarcely in increase over what oormally
lt is in borne waters for a like number of
meo. A few lives were lost by accidents,
some on botrd ship and sorjujwhile the
victims were on shore liberty. A re¬

markable feature of the cruise was the
excellent discipline. A'lhough there
were a few desertlonr, the number was

far less in proportion than it usually is
in home ports.

Preaideot Roosevelt, and, in fact, all
oavat authorities agree that aside from
any good political effect of the world
cruise, it wu a valuable education for
the officers and men in travel aod in the
meeting of their fellows in other navies;
and, what is still more important, it bas
proven invaluable in tbe matter of (raia-
iog for the operation of warships and
guns for tbe purpose for which they were

made. Tbe cruising radius of tbe big
worships could never have been so fully
tested in home waters.

Precisely how much greater wat the
cost of maintaining the fleet on this
cruise than it would have been under
normal cruising conditions in Atlante
home waters, is difficult to estimate.
The principal item of Increased cost wea

that of coal consumption. Much of this
extra cost was in transporting the coal,
which had to be shipped from tbe At¬
lantic coasts to the varioos ports. Some
oative coal at points oo the cruise was

used, but nooe was so good as the Amer¬
ica*) product. Approximately, 865,000
'oas wera consumed on the entire crniae
the total coat of which was aboat $2,-
600,000. The cost of oil waa an import¬
ant item, ruoniog perhapsoear to$100,-
OOO, aod this doe to tbe almost cootiou-
ous raoolog of Ihe ships. A bigger item
of expense than this was tbat of pro¬
visions for tbe sailors, but this repre-
sea's little iocrtaie. All the provisions
were carried in naval supply ships and
most werai purchase 1 io the Atlaotic and
Pacific coast marketa. Tba average dilly
cost of provisions was $451.75, and tai
ctHt of feeding the men for tbe eotirc
cruise was approxima ely $195,000. The
