STILL A MYSTERY.

The findiog of the diat body of Wal-
ter F. Schal'z lsst Sandsy morniog &
short distancs north of Spriog Park, oo
the Washington, Alexaodris and Mount
Veroon Railrosd, is still & subject of
conslderable comment and speculation,
Many theories huve been advanced Lo ex-
plsin buw the throat of the dead maa
was cul, some lending lo show it was
s case of wuicide; others that =&
cold-blooded murder was committed.

There were virtaslly no vew develop-
wents in the case toduy. The body of
the desd man is still st Demaine & Bon's
underiaking establishment. Toe fact
that it has pot so far been positively
identified, has tended to delay the
forwarding of the remaios,

Demaine & Son today received & dis-

fch from Ellen Dorothy, at Sioux
Qity, Tbe dispatch ix in the form of a0
affidavit aeiting forth that the sender ia
a sister of the deceased,

Tue Washiogton papers contioue 1o
devote considerable space o the finding
of the body, and theories substantially
thoss advanced at fint, but which the
olroumstsnces fo coouection with the
case (sil lo substantin‘e, are suggested.
Moat people, however, believe Schalts
was & viotim of foul play, but the per-
petrator or perpstrators are still noknown
to the sathorities,

Bome Alexandrigns who viewed the
remsios are positive in  declariog
that they saw the deceased with some
strange men oa Satardsy afternoon, It
is also said that Sobuliz entered & store
aod endeavored to purchase a can of
baked beans at a lower price theo re-
tail rates, This would seem strange
considering the faot that he had money
and money orders in bis pockets at the
time,

All the movements, 80 far, toward ex-
plainiog the mystery bave taroed out to
becold trails, and an sddilion bas been
made to the list of mysterions deaths
commliitted iu Alexsndria.

Ohief Goods sod Officer Bampson,
this evening have been on the grouads
where Bohuliz’s bedy was found, looklog
for & knife or sny insirument that might
have been used in the man’s murder or
suleide. The suicide theory is now the
one most g-aerslly adoptad,

It fis suid that Obief Goods has two
witnesses who will tes'ify that at 12
o'clock Sitarday they were withio tea
yards of the spot where the wan’s bedy
was found but that oo hody was thers al
that time; also that two railrond men
will testify that when they passed the
spot al 3 o'clock Salurday they asw &
dead body where Schuliz's body was
found, If this is trae it will show that
the man came to his death between noon
aud 8 o'clock on Batarday.

A little over throe years ago Goorge
N. Oartin was bratully murdered and
his remaiva placed in the dock at the
foot of Fayeits alley, The perpetrators
of this horrid orime are still &t large.

Nenarly forly-four years ago a young
uoldier wan stubbed to death io the Wilkes
street tuone!. The morder was commits
ted between five and six o’clock on #
bright sammer evening. The parly or
parties who committed the crimo wers
never ideutified. The victim wore new
clothes and thers was every reason L0
suppose he bad enlisted in order to pro-
core several hundred dollars bounly.
He bhsd been lured inoto the tunpel,
ahers he was murdered and robbed.

A short time befora this murder some
flonds who had mordered a mun placed
his dead body upon the track at the
western eotrance to the tuopel. The
head of the corpss hal been placed on
the rail and & passing train crushed it.

Many years sgo the desd body of &
man whose (broat had been cut from
ear o ear was fonod oo the Washiogloo
rosd a short dis asce porth of Alexsn-
dria. The remuins were brought to the
jall in thin city, whera it was viewed by
many people, The muorderer was never
found.

Other revolting crimes the suthors of
which were never koown, have at times
been committed in this city and vicinity.

The Iatest eddition to mysterious mar-
ders seeme destined to prove lo beequally
as impenetiable, sod the murderer or
murderers may escape the penslty of the
law aod remain ookoown notil that
great day of assizes wheo, we are Lold,
that which has been dooe io secret shall
be proclaimed apon the housetops,

DISORDERLY NEGROES,
Joseph gnd Annie Oox, both colored,
were arrested last night for disorderly
conduct io the southesstern section of
the oity. The accused were brosgbt be-
fore the Polios Osart this morning when
the evidence showed that the house in
which the prisoners live has been the
scene of chronio disorders, maoy com-
platnts having been lodged against the
inmates by residents of Lee street, be-
tween Wilkes sand Franklin, A young
colored woman named Ida Orsig, who
was & witness in the case, It was al-
leged, often figares in the disorderly
proceediogs, Justice Oaton fined Jossph
Cox $10 and sent the Uralg girl to jail

for 80 days under the vagrant sct.
