Tewfik Pasba, the grand vizier, has
arraoged & compromise with the chiefs
f the constilntiooal parly, snd this by
been coofirmed by the sulian personslly
io several of tho constitotionists, who,
with the utmost privacy, were introdoe-
ed into the Yild'z Klosk yesterday, In
addition to promising to withdraw him- |

self from edmivistralive sctivities, the
sultsn agrees to n chroge io the person-
nel of the troops guarding the palace
and the replsciog of the Coostantioople
garrison by troops from the corps which
has practically becn fovesting Lhe city
for four days,

The changea in the garrison will be
carcled onl leisuraly, one battalion ata
time entering the capital, until all the
diss flacted forces in Oonstantinople are
teplaced, The public will searcely be
awaes of the chaoge aod it is certain
that this will be sccomplished without
eilber conflict or nets of violomee. For
the present, therefore, there need be
littla fenr of blondshed within the city,
bul there is much to be fearsd from the
riots wad massscres thal ara aweepiog
over the districts under Turkish doml-
nstion,

[CE JAM AT NIAGARA
Dispatches from Nisgara Fulls say
that deep despair ecttled over the region
below the Lewiston escarpment lats
night when it became clear that the ef-
fects to break the fee jsm with dyoamite
were frultless, The resulls of severa
blaats were bardly poticeable outside of
smasting the ice about tbhe place where
the dynamite was exploded.

Doring the morniog men carriad the
igoamite farnout on the ice pear the
moath of the river between Fort Niag-
ara snd Nisgara-on-the-Lake. It was
fonnd that the ice there wan about sixiy
fect thick, A favorable openiog waa ne-
lecled for the first blest and fully 100
pounds of dyoamita were packed as sol-
idly ss prosiible in the ica. Heavy
planks were placed over the lop snd
after the people hisd moved out of dan-
ger the chargs was ast ofl, Toe flow
high into the alr,

toward the Iort Nisgara col'ages, One
roof was plerced and the lighthouse
somewbat damsged. So far sa the

mujor part of the jam was conceroed, the
blast did oot disiurb it in the leasl. - The
conclusion was that bravier charges of
dyoamits would be advisable.

The ice was too
light to ofler much resia'ance to such
stofl a8 dyoamite, snd yet it forms 8 jam
of grest solidity, At Niagara-nn-the-Lake,
Ootarin, sod in front of Fort Niagaa
and Youngsicwn there has been no
chaoge, The same ls troe in [roal of
Lewiston and (}ueeostown. Ooeasion-
slly it would be obeerved that the water
was rising, and then It would seltle
back.
