SATISFACTORY "EXPLANATION ?

It will be remembered that Abe
Douglas, colored, was at the April term
of lbe Corporation Conrt couvicted of
assaulting and cutting Issac Hackley,
alao colored, and was sentenced to serve

one year in the penitentiary. About
the first of the preaent month a gnard
cams here from Richmond to take
Douglas to the penitentiary and when
at the station awaiting the arrival of the
train a dispatch came here from the gov¬
ernor directing that the priaoner be held
here till an examination could be made
of tbe case by tbe executive. This was

somewhat unusual bnt the incident was

soon forgotten and Douglas ia still in tbe
city jail. A colored man who calls at
tbis office every day on little matters of
business this morning gave out tbe fol¬
lowing explanation of the wbole affair :

"You see, Abe is a fellow brother of
the governor in the Masons, Elks and
Odd Fellows. He has a silent tongue,
-a listening ear, a true heart and stands
by the plumb, and bas trodden the burn¬
ing nanda md traveled the rough and
dangerous road. When he left tbe jail
with his guard for the railroad station
'he tbrowed the signal' and the gover¬
nor answered quick by wire, saving his
brother from the penitentiary."
This is an explanation which should

satisfy the most skeptical and tbe
wonder is that no one thought of it be¬
fore.
