racommit was los!, 186 voting favorably
and 191 ¢ The couferces’ re-
port was adopted by 195 wotes to 1835,
This, result, however, was made the
osepsion for & demonstration of sppar-
oot cothusissm on the part of the vic-
torious bot badly frighteced majority.
The ivfluence of President Talt ve-
questionably saved the measure, Dure
ipg the day bo had seen aod lalked
with members who were dissatisfiad, and
had persuaded them lo withdraw their
opposition, Had he showo Lhe least
desire to heve the bill beaten, or even
dissstisfiction with its general provi-
slons, the majority sgeinet it would have
been largor than that lo favor of it
As It was, the bill was saved from de-
feat by mon who have denounced it
An aoalysis of the roll call shows that
if the democrats hsd voied solidly, sod
the absent democra's who wer2 unpaired

When the S nate passed the bill and
senot it 1o the conleremce commiltes 44
rapublicans and one democrat voted for
it: 24 democrsts sod 10 republicans
voted agsinst it. That made & majority
of eleven for the bill. If the ten insur-
gent republicans should maintaio their
opposition aod should be jiined by only
four of the disgrootled sevutors from the
vrapgs’ states the vice-president's op-
portupity to vole woold ecome, Toe
wore enthusiastic of the lusurgents clsim
that that is certain lo occur unless they
can securs the votes of the two West
Virgiois senators—Elkios and Scott—
io which case the vice-president eould
ot vote aod ' the bill wonld be defea‘ed
by a majority of two, Seoator Aldrich
nod thy organization leaders, bowever,
express the utmost coofidence in the
passage of thebill and they usoally know
what they are lking aboant,

Party considerations, it g believed,
tagether with the arguments of Mr. Al
drich and the president will serve to
yting the insargents into ling at the last
moment. The same is true of the West
Virginis censtors,

THE TARIFF BILL.

By the narrow margin of 195ty 188
tha House on Saturday mght, alter 11
hours' debate, passed the tarifl bill as
vported Friday from the conference
eommilter,  Adjonroment was (sken al
9:10. The bill went to the Senate
today.

Twenty 1epublicans voled against the
hill, and two demoersts —Brousaard and
Estopioa!, of Louisiana~voted for it

There were three roll calls. The
first on ordering Lhe previons question,
reanlied 106 to 181 in favor of the
tegular repoblicans. It was on (hat
roll-call that they gained their largest
majority. The second test, on & mo-
tion to recommit resulted in a vielory
for them by = vote of 191 to 186
This was & msjolity of only five, and
raised & doubt in many minds a8 to
their ability to control enovgh votes to
pana the bill on the final vote. The lnst
roll-eall, however, save them the mar-
gio of 12 votes,

Intensely diamalic were the closing
scenes of the contest, Tenaion was al
high p'teh for more than sn hour while
the soveral preliminary test voles were
in pregress,

The anvouacement of the adoption
of the report was the sigoal for s great
demonstration on the republican side of
the chamber. A scene of erstwhile
gloom and anxiety became one of hil-
Inrity and joyousness, When the strain
was releived ropublicans cheered and
congra'ulated each other,

During the debate Mr. Clsrke, the
minorily leader, submitted a table which
he said was approximately correc!, show-
ing, nccording to Mr. Oiarke, that the
average rale of the new bill is 1.71 per
cent. higher than the average rate of the
Dingley lnw, 1f seores of new items in
the report, but not in the Diogley law,
wire udded, Mr, Olark said, the average
increass would be at least 2 per cent.
**Yet the brazen claim is made that this
s n revislon downward, which ls a sham,
a bumbug, & bald and bold perversion
of the facts,”’ declared Mr, Olnik

The president, he continued, has besn
grosely misled as to the nature of this
report,  He said that “if we rflect upon
the fsct that be insisted wpon lowering
the duties upon only half a dozen items,
o thereabonts, when the ratea sbould
have been lowered on hundreds of items,
sod that the conference report allll reeks
with largess for the few and extortion ol
the many, his glory will experience &
greater diminution than have the rates
of the Dingley law."'

Revolutionary Horrors.

Heodsye, Fraoce, Aug. 2,—The
rebels of Barcelona gre still holdiog
their owno agaiost the goveromeot
troops, according to messages from there
today,

The government's official siatement
is that *'Barcelons is quiet,”” bot this
refers only to the ceotral district, which
the suldiers coutrol with & hesvy artillery
force. This district is comparatively
small, Nearly all ibe remsioder of the
city is in the baods of the revolationists,
who are still baroiog and dyonwitiog
bulldiogs aod shoting st the soldiers,

The execation of the mob lcaders has
been aceompanied by much bloodshed,
sn daring buuda of revolationiats bave
sttempted to rescue their comrades from
the military goards snd many hsve
been shot down in the futile display of
courage,

News smuggled sceoes the frontier is
to the eflsct that the revolution ia rapidly
spreading and that sparchy prevails
throughout the ealire provioce of Oata-
lonia,

Rebel bands are pillaging snd sacking
villages, buralog farm houses and kill-
ing live stock. Ruins are conspiclous
on every road leadiog to Bircelona,

A French factory at Palamos was
buroed by the rebels today, The super-
intendent of the factory refused to allow
bis men to join the rebellion and was
sbot by the mob while defending his
family from attack, The torch was then
applied to the factory.
