It is to be boped
that those dairymen amending tbis dem¬
onstration will be brought to rttl'li
what tuberculosis in dairy herds azetat

Proposed amendments to the Constitution of Virginia, agreed to at ses¬
sion of the General Assembly, 1908, and published in pursuance of section
196 of the Constitution and Act approved February 3, 1908:

JOINT RESOLL'TION proposing an amendment of section 110 of the
Constitution of Virginia, and providing for publishing said amendment
and certifying the same to the next session of the general assemblv.

1. Resolved, by the senate and house of delegates (a majority of the
members elected to each of the two houses agreeing thereto), that the
following amendment to the Constitution of Virginia be, and is hereby pro¬
posed, and i3 hereby referred to the general assembly at its first regular
session held after the next general election of members of the house of
delegates for its concurrence, in conformity with the provisions of section
one hundred and ninety-six of said Constitution, namely; strike out from
the Constitution section one hundred and ten. which is in the following
words:

Sec. 110. There shall be elected by the qualified voters of each oounty,
one county treasurer, who shall not be elected or Berve for more than two
consecutive terms, nor act as deputy of hts immediate successor; one

sheriff, one attorney for the Commonwealth, and one county clerk, who
.kail be the clerk of the circuit court. There shall be elected or appointed,
for four years, as the general assembly may provide, commissioners of the
revenue, for each county, the number, duties and compensation of whom
shall be prescribed by law; but should such commissioners of the revenue

be chosen by election by the people then they shall be ineligible for re¬

election to the office for the next succeeding term.
There shall be appointed, for each county, in such manner as may be

provided by law, one superintendent of the poor, and one county surveyor.
And insert in lieu thereof the following:
5110. There shall be elected by the Qualified voters of each county,

one county treasurer, one sheriff, one attorney for the Commonwealth, and
one county clerk who shall be the clerk of the circuit court. There shall
be elected by the qualified voters of each county for four years, commis¬
sioner*1 of the revenue, for each county, the* number, duties and compen¬
sation of whom shall be prescribed by law.

There shall be appointed for each county, in such manner as may
ho provided by law, one superintendent of the poor, and one county sur¬

veyor.

Resolved by the senate and house of delegates (a majority of the
members elected to each house agreeing), That the following amendments
to tho Constitution of Virginia tie. and the same are hereby proposed, and
referred to the general assembly to be chosen at the next general election
of senators and members of the nouse of delegates for Its concurrence. In
conformity with the provisions of section one hundred and ninety-six of
aitit le fifteen of said Constitution, namely:

Strike out from tho Constitution of Virginia section one hundred and
nineteen and one hundred and twenty which are In the following words:

Sit rion 119. In every city, so long as it has a corporation court, or a

MparAt- circuit court, there shall be elected for a term of four years by
tin- (nullified voters of such city, one attorney for the Commonwealth, who
shall .Jbo, in those cities having a separate circuit court, be the attorney
for the Commonwealth, for such circuit court.

In every city there shall be elected, or appointed, for a term of four

years, in a manner to be provided by law, one commissioner of revenue,

Whoas duties and compensation shall be prescribed by law, but should ho

be elected by the people, he shall be ineligible for re-election to the office

for the next succeeding terni.
Section 120. In every city there shall be elected by the qualified voters

fi>roof one city treasurer, for a term of four years, but he shall not be
eligible for more than two consecutive terms, nor act ar deputy for his

immediate successor, one city sergeant, for a term of four years, whose
linties shall be prescribed by law; and a mayor, for a term of four years,
who shall be the chief executive officer of such city. All city ana

town officers, whose election or appointment is not provided for by this'
Constitution, shall be elected by the electors of such cities and towns, or^
of some division thereof, or appointed by such authorities thereof as the

general assembly shall designate.

s. tion 110 In every rity. so long as lt has a corporation court, or a

separate circuit court, there shall be elected for a term of four years by
the qtnattfled voters of Rich city, one attorney for the Commonwealth, who
shall also, in those rifles having a separate circuit court, be the attorney
for the Commonwealth, for roch clrcoll court.

manner to be provided by law. ene commissioner of revenue, whose duties
and compensation shall ba prescribed by law.

Section 120. In every city tbere shall be elected by the qualified voters

thereof one city treasurer, for a term of four years, one city sergeant, for

a term of four years, whose duties shall be prescribed bv law; and a

mayor, for a term of fon: **¦*___, who shall be the chief executive officer

of snch city. All city and town officers, whose election or appointment is

not provided for by this Constitution, shall be elected by the electors of

such cities and towns, or of some division thereof, or appointed by such
authorities thereof as the general assembly shall designate.

The mayor shall MO that the duties of the various city officers, mem¬

bers of the police and fire departments, whether elected or appointed, in

and for such city, are faithfully performed. Ile shall have pOnWer to In¬

vestigate their arts, have access to all books and dot unients In their offices,
and may examine them and their subordinates on oath. The evidence
given by persons so examined shall not be used againat them in any crimi¬
nal proceedings. He shall also have power to suspend such officers and

Section 46. The general assembly shall meet once In two years, on the

second Wednesday in January next succeeding the election of the members
of the house of delegates, and not oftener unless convened in the manner

prescribed by this Constitution. No session of the general aasenibh, afrer

the first under this Constitution, shall continue longer than sixty days;

Section 46. The general assembly shall meet once In two years, on the

No session of the general assembly shall
continue longer than ninety days, except that with the concurrence of
three-fifths of the members elected to each house the session may lie

extended for a period not exceding thirty days. Neither house shall, with¬

out the consent of the other, adjourn to another place, nor for more than

three days. A majority of the members elected to each house shall con¬

stitute a quorum to do business, but a smaller number may adjourn from

day to day and shall have power to compel the attendance of members In,
such manner and under such penalty as each house may prescribe.
