JOINT RESOLUTION proposing an amendment of section 110 of the
Constitution of Virginia, and providing for publishing sald amendment
and certifying the same to the next session of the general assembly.

1. Resolved, by the senate and house of delegales (a majority of the
members elected 1o each of the two houses agreeing thereto), that the
following amendrent to the Constitution of Virginla be, and is hereby pro-
posed, and is hereby referred to the general assembly at its first regular
sesslon held after the next gemeral election of members of the house of
delegates for its concurrence, in conformity with the provisions of se tion
one hundred and nipetysix of sald Constitution, namely; strike out from
the I‘-‘ﬂnﬂlmuion gection one hundred and ten, which is in the following
words:

Sec. 110. There shall be elected by the qualified voters of each county,
one county treasurer, who shall not be elected or serve for more than two
consecutive terms, mor act as deputy of his immediate successor; one
sheriff, one atlorney for the Commonwealth, and one county clerk, who
shall be the clerk of the eircuit court. There shall be elected or appointed,
for four years, as the general assembly may provide, commlissloners of the
revenue, for each county, the number, duties and compensation of whom
ghall be prescribed by law; but should such commissioners of the revenus
be chosen by electlon by the people then they ghall be Ineligible for re-
election o the office for the next succeedlng tern.

There shall be appointed, for each county, {n such manner as may be
provided by law, one superintendent of the poor, and one county SuUrveyor.

And Insert in lleu thereof the following:

§110, There shall be elected by the qualified voters of each county,
one county treasurer, one sheriff, one attorney for the Commonwealth, and
one county clerk who shall be the clerk of the cirenit court.

Section 119, In every city, so long as it has a corporation court, or a
geparate cirenit court, there shall be elected for & term of four years by
the qualified voters of such city, one attorney for the Commonwealth, who
shall also, In those cities having a separate eirenit court, be the attorney
for the Commonwealth, for such cirenit court.

In every city there ehall be elected, or appointed, for a term of four
years, in a manner to be provided by law, one commissloner of revenue,
whose dutles and compensation shall be preseribed by law, but ghould he
be elected by the people, he shall be ineligible for re-election to the office

Section 120. In every city there shall be elected by the qualified voters

The evi-
dence given by persons 50 examined shall not he used against them In
any criminal proceedings. Ha shall also have power to suspend such of-
ficers and the members of the police and fire departments, and to remove
such officers, and algo such members of sald departments when authorized
by the general assembly, for misconduct in office or neglect of duty, to be
apecified in the order of suspension or removal, but no such removal shall
bhe made without reasonable notice to the officer complained of, and an
opportunity afforded to be heard in persom, or by counael and to present
testimony In hls defence. From such order of suspension or removal, the
city officer so suspended or removed shall have an appeal of right to the
corporntion court, or, If there be no guch court, to the circuit court. of
guch city, In which court the case ghall be heard de movo by the judge
thereof, whose decizlon shall be final. He shall have all other powers and
dutles which may be conferred and imposed upon him by general laws,

Saction 119, In every city, so long as It has & corporation court, or &
geparate eircuit court, there shall be elected for a term of four years by
the qualified voters of such city, one attorney for the Commonwealth, who
shall also, in those cities having a separate eireult court, be the attorney
for the Commonwealth, for such eircult court.
