Tugboat Captain Sued.
Portsmouth, N. H., Oct. 8 .Captain

Thomas E. Evans, master of tugs at the
Portsmouth navy yard, is today defend¬
ant in a suit for $5,000 damages by the
mother of Sesman 0 Edwards, colored,
who was drowned when the tug Nizins-
cot, which Osptsin Evans commanded,
went down efl Halibut Point Aoguit ll
last. Captsin Evans wss arrested on a

capias writ, but immediately secured
bsil in $5,000 and wss relessed. The
writ for the suit, which was made re¬

turnable at tbe Jsouary term of the
Superior C *urt at Exeter, alleges negli¬
gent handling of tbe tug Neztnscot by
Captain Evans. The motber of Ed¬
wards lives in Sjuth Carolina, snd the
writ was brought in her name by Attor¬
ney E. L. Cuptill. As the tug is United
S ates property, and Captain Evans is
in the employ of tbe United States, it is
expected there will be a question of
jurisdiction involved in the further
proceedings.

Threat of Impeachment,
Lowell, Mass., Oct. 8 .Threat of im-

pesebment proceedings before the Mass¬
achusetts legislature against Judge
Dana of tbe Suffolk Superior Court is
tne answer oi G ort* H. Brown, Lo¬
well's "Policeman Mayor," today to the
action of the judge in restoring to office
the I oard of police commissioners, Brown
had deposed for alleged failure tn enforce
the liquor laws. Judge Dana's decision
makes police boards of towns and cities
independent of all mayoralty control.
Ever since Policeman Brown was elected
mayor of Lowell he bas had friction witb
tbe police board, and its culmination
came when its tbtee members, Frank K.
Stearns, Charles H. Hanson, aud
Thomas P. Boulger, were dismissed. The
gist of Judge Dana's decision was tba:
tbe only reason for which they could
bave been ousted by (be msyor was for
malfeassuce ic the office, and of tbat,
he siid, there was no proof.

Awaiting Hearst'* Answer.
New York, Oct. 8 .While his ad-

berants are anxiously awaiting his de¬
cision wbeatber or not he will become
the independent candidate for Mayor,
Willison R. Hearst has kept hidden to¬
day conferring with the men who in the
psst bave advised hf rn regarding his polit¬
ical course in the effort to decide if there-
is a chance of victory. If there is, Hearst
is expected to acceptant if the men who
know New York politics Busily deter¬
mine thai tbere is no chance for an

independent movement to succeed, then
he will refuse to run.

Fire and Loss of Life.
Nashville, Tenn., Ot. 8..Four per¬

sons perished today iu a fire that de¬
stroyed a grocery store owned by J. A.
Thuss, and another whs eo badly buroed
tbat he died in a hospital within an

hour. Two negioes, bave been arrested
and are held on suspicion of having
fired Jibe building. The dead: Mose
Fishman, his wife Djra; Miss Rose
Fishman, (his sister; Mrs. Rose Fish-
man, Step-mother and Mrs. Rachael
Markson, his sister-in-law. Fishman
died in the hospital.

Ito to Visit Manchuria.
Tokio, Oct. 8..Announcement was

made today of the coming trip of Prince
Ito, former resident general of Cores,
through Manchuria. The prince will
travel as a private citizen, though he
goes in the interest of the government.
The trouble between Japan and China
over Japanese sctivities in the neighbor¬
hood of Harbin is one of the greatest
that will engsgs the prince's attention.
He will lesve Oroso vil'a for Manchuria,
October 14.

Sentenced to Be Electrocuted.
New Yotk, Oct. 8..Carl Giro and

Frank Sulieman, wbo were tried and
convicted oo tbe charge of the murder
of Mra. Sophia Staber on July 8, were
this morning sentenced to (vs electrocuted
in Sing Sing prison on November 15.
The woman wss killed while the men
under sentence were attempting to bnrg-
Isrizj her home.

Mills to Shut Down.
Providence, R. I., Oct. 8 .High

prices of raw cotton are to result in a
shut-down of all the leading cotton mille
in Rhode Island, according io the
statements of agents brie today. The
shut-down will be fer at least thirty
daya and prebaps longer and thousand**
of workers will be affected.
