STATE RAILWAYS IN JAPAN.

Loss of Taxes snd Poor Service Causa
Public Dissatisfaction.

A special eorrespondont of the New
York Evening Post writes from Tokyo
In regard to the railways, which are

now poetically all In tho hands of tho
Itate. The official report for 1007 shows
that the receipts e_ceedcd the operat¬
ing expenses by only 17,230,7i3»j ysn.
As tho interest on the bonds ls 24,000,-
000 yen this means a net lo6S for the

year of nearly 7,000,000 yen (?
OOO;. To this loss must also be added
the loss or taxes to the amount of
5,r>00,0i">0 yen formerly paid by the rail¬
road companies. The writer continues:
"At prosent the various municipali¬

ties that formerly were accustomed to

fiepeod largely for revenue on the taxes

rocelveel from railways are sueldenly
deprived f>f this sourco of Income
find themsclve-s in rather straitened
circumstances. Not unnaturally these
are agitating the proposal that the au¬

thorities should allow them to levy lo¬
cal taxe-s especially on railway stations,
hut lt tppearu altogether unlikely that
the> government will acciulesco In the

Ifhon.
"Moreover, the authorities are charg¬

ed with a lamentable lack of official ca¬

pacity In the management of tho rail¬
ways, 'lhere- are too many officials and
too much rod tupe. e'ars are said to be

Mather so clean nor s<e coinfortal
auder the> regime of Um private compa¬
nies. There' ire constant complaints
that the trains rio not ^m oo time and
that DO one MSamei any responsibility
therefor. ACCidente, too, are alarming-
ly em fle«» Ihcreaoe. Ticket agents re¬

fuse* to farnish change, the applicant
being referred to n nemey changer out-
Hiite', p.ii official who charges a snug

percentage for btoakfnga n"te.

"Hore esarions still, large qugntitieaof
freight are piling np all atong the linea,
nnd merchants as well as shippers gen¬
erally are pot to neeelless loss and in

convenience. The government ls ac¬

cused of mixing up the railway tie

counts with tho national budget In such
a mininer that the pnblic cannot follow
the financial of iii., enterprise.
During the last atttlon of tbe diet an

extensively signed pe'tlthen was prr>-
.snted to that bendy from the le
men of r e nation praying tliat the
raliway nceounts be kepi separata from
the national budget, after the manner

of ft private corporation. The govern-
ment, however, has shown no disposi¬
tion to put. Itself In the lltfht Of a pri¬
vate railway company responsible for
proDt nnd loss to Interested stockhold¬
ers."

The 8hadow of Socialism.
The tendency of municipal owner¬

ship to extend beyond tbe field of pub-
Ile utilities into the revtUn of ordinary
business ls Illustrated by protest* from
widely separated localities.
In Beattie ¦ dealer lu electrical sup¬

plies bas filed a pe-titlon asking that the
city be> restrained from competing with
him, alleging that the sale or lease by
the city of fixtures and other material*
ls not permitted by Its charter. Ik-
holds that thi> competition la unfair
because the city makes no profit on Its
tram-notions.
In Leeds, England, the Master Build-

era' ni bu made a report iul-

vocntlng the abolition of the city works
dapactmeBt, In which it submits that
"thee true Interests of the workmen are

not advaue'Cel and that municipal trail

lug of this character ls most unfair to
private traders, that \ts continuance ls

against public potter, anel laat. hut not

least, that lt ls Indefensible ou finamlril
grounds."
Municipal ownership In England has

already driven hundreds of private
firms out of business, and the people
are awakening to the fuct that further
extension of municipal trading means

socialism pure and Simple.

ings and partly Iwcanse they are op¬
posed for re-Gleaetlon by their subor¬
dinate's.
