One-half of this sum ls payable at tbis

time, and the wsrrsnti are being drawn
snd forwarded to tbe treasurers of tbe
cities and counties for the same. The
second balf will be pijaSlenot before
Feb 1, 1910. Tbis money is to be
need solely for tbe p-y of teachers of the
primary and grammar grade-*, and will
ba disbursed only un the warrants of Ihe
diatr.ct boards of trustees.

yesterdsy, aod is based on the school
population of the several cities and
conoties of the commonwealth. The
