Indorsiog & report of the committee
on boyeott, Jobn Mitchel!, omeof the
three officers of the American Federation
of Labor, who are uoder sentence for
cootempt of court, made & dramalie
epeech to the coovention at Toronto
yesterday, He esid that so isrss he
waa concerned, regardless of consequences
bo fotended whbile st liberty to declsre
for the rights guarsoieed him by the
organic laws of his country. The re-
port, which drew forth Mitchell’s speech
and which was sdopted by the cooven-
\ion, amoog other thiogs declared:

““We say that wheo your cause is jost
snd every otber remedy has been em-
ploged without result, boyeoll; we say
that when the employer has determined
to exploit oot only sdult male Isbor, but
ont women and children, and our reasou-
iog and sppeal to his fairness sod his
conscience will oot away bhim, boycolt;
we eay that when labor has been op-
pressed, browbeaten, sod (yrannizad,
boyeolt; we say that when soclal snd
politieal conditions become so bad Lbst
ordiuary remedial measnres ave fruitless,
boycott; and, fioslly, wessy we haves
rlght to boyeott, and we propose to ex-
ercise that right, In the application of
this right of boycott to pacaphrase Lhe
president (Goimpers), we propose (0
sirlve oo sud oo.”

Duriog his speech Mr, Mitchell said:
“I propose io the future, as I bave io
the past, to exercise the rights secured
to me by the fathers of my couniry; and
I propuse, it I am sent to jail, to declare
again, when I come out that [ shall not
for myaelf purchase spy product of the
Bucks Stove and Bange Oumpany, It
seems to me that the whole proceediogs
sbould prove s Issting lesson to Lhe
worklogmen of the Uanited Biaies and
Caosde. 1! «ll the workiogmen hsd
besn Lrae to themselves, there would not
