THE STRIKE IN THE NOBTH-
WIST.

Every Hoe of Industry Io tbe twin
cities, Doloth aod Superior, aod all
cities of tbe northwest dependent on tbe
movement of supplies ia seiiously sfftc'-
ed by the strike of the railroad switch¬
men, which began Tuesday evening.

It is estimated tbat upwards of 12,000
meo are idle oo accooot of the strike
order. Thousand* of freight handlers
and teamsters are losing time bj reason

of the freight blockade lo the lerosioal
towns, wbile a continuance of the strike
for several days will throw additional
thousands oot of work.
The railroad yards are filled with

stalled freight trains arid an attempt to
move a few by tbe aid of the office meo
drafted as switchmea ia making no im¬
pression.

Business men generally are begiooiog
to feel tbe reealt of the strike. The
first to be iff.-cted were the wholesale
grocers aod commission bouses. Whole¬
sale grocers say tbat nothir g is moving.
Commission bouses are doiog nothing
aod their customers lo the small towns
wbo gel their supplies from day today
will aoon be unable to serve fresh vege¬
tables aod fruit.

Sr>me of tbe larger commission houses
bave reduced their working forces aod
will make farther reduclioos lithe strike
continues maoy days.
