SUGAR MEN GUILTY.
The trial of James F. Bandernagel,

Oliver Spltasr and the four checkers.
Oajle, Boyle, K-hoe and HenneBsey, the
former employees of the American Sagar
Company, accused of dafrauding the gov¬
ernment, which has been in progress for

three weeks before Judge Martin and a

jury in the criminal branch of the United
States Circuit Court, in New York, term¬

inated late last night, when the jury re-

turned a verdict of guilty in the cases of
all the defendants except Bandernagel,
on whom they coold not agee.
The foreman who returned the ver¬

dict added that the defendants found
guilty were recommended to the mercy
of the court.
Under the indictment, Oliver 8pilx?r,

the dock superintendent; John B. Coyle,
Thomas Keboe, Edwsrd A. Boyle and
Patrick J. Hennessey, the checkers,
may be p'tzclahed for the commission of
two overt asvs, the maximum penalty for
esch of which is two years' imprison¬
ment and $5,000 fine.

United S:atcs DiBirlct Attorney Stlm-
son moved that the indictment of Ben-
dercagel be severed from that of the
otherp. Gsorge M. Mackeller, counsel
for the defendants, expressed the inten¬
tion of moving for a new '.rial at the con¬
venience of the court. Judge Martin
set ibis morning at 10:30 as the hour for
the court to reconvene. Sentence will
probably be prononnced as soon as tbe
necessary motions bave been heard.
Tbe defendants were not locked up.

Bandernagel was released on the same
bond on which he was arraigned on this
indictment; the other defendants on

those furnished for the three indictments
last May on which they were not tried.
It is f5,000 in the case of 8pi z3r and
$2,500 for tbe checkers.

CHAPTER OF HOBRORS.
Tragedies, which resulted In Ave deaths

were rtported yesterday from the moun¬

tain regions of Fayette county, W. Va.
Because relatives cf Henry Ktncaid, a

prisoner in tbe Fayette county jail, re¬

fused to go on his bond,thus securing his
release from prison, Kmciad com¬

mitted suicide by taking carbolic acid.
He was charged with the murder of bis
hrosbfr In-law, Arttur Ruckland, at
Packs Biancb, last Juoe, and at Mb trial
in October the jury failed to reach a

verdict.
At Oik Hill, Rev, Robert Smith, a

.VaociGed" preacher, drove away a sur¬

geon who bad been called to dress tbe
wounds of bis 3 year-old daagbter, who
h*d been seriously burned. The child
iied, end Smith was arrested, charged
with criminal neeligence.
At Loogacre, Ernest Bowles, aged 18,

colored, was arrested on a charge of
fatally wonndiog bis stepfather, Gaorge
W. Johnson. When Bowles went home
from work be found tfaat his mother bad
married Johnson and that the iatter bad
taken charge of tbe house. Jobnson told
Bowles to leave tbe premises. Bawles se¬

cured a shotgun and emptied the con-
ents Into Johnson's side.
At Rush Ruo, a Hungarian miner's

wife fastened ber two small children in
bpr hom«> while Bbe went to a nearby
store. Upon her return she found the
honBe in flames and both children burned
to death,

RELATIONS 8TRAINED.
Mexico and the United States are on

the verge of a question which threatens
their amicable relations, *

Ssnor Creel, special diplomatic agent
of Mexico, in his representations to the
State Department ever since his arrival
has dwelt npon the question whether the
United States wonld give Zrlaya a safe
conduct out of Nicaragua in the event of
bis downfall.

Secretary Knox has told him that to
do this the United States wonld not
agrer. It is the intention of the United
States to keep Zdaya bottled up in Nic*
arfgaa until be shall become a state

prisoner of the new government.
Mr. Oreel hes told the United States

that his government wishes to save the
life of Zslayu. It is understood that
tbe commander of the General Gaerror,
which has been reported to have been
ordered to Oorinto, has instructions to
take Zelaya on board, where he will be!
under tbe protection of the Mexican
fl9g.
Mexico has been told that any attempt

to take Z?laya out of Nlcaraguan juris¬
diction by Mexican aid would be regard-
ed as an UDfriendly act.

or stabling of horses, cattle or other such
animhls in nny building erected in or on

Wisbinvton street, King street or within
thirty feet of either of sa'd streets, in the
city of Alexandria, Virginia.

Be it o*dained by the City Council of Alex¬
andria, Virginia:

Section 1. That no person, firm or corpora¬
tion shall keep or etible any horse, cattle or
other snrh snimal in any building erected in
or *n Wellington street, King street or
within thirty feet of either (f H»id streets, in
the cit? of Alexandria, Virgioia
Section 2. That any person, firm or corpo¬

ration violating the provision of this orrfi.
nance shall be fined not less than five dolla-s
nor more than tweatv-five d liars, and each
day or part of a day that the provision of this
ordinance is violated shall constitute a seuar-
ateoflen'e, the said fiue to be collected as
other fiaes are collected and paid into the
city treasury.
