PORT NEWS.

As was stat id in the Gazette, the
Norfolk and Washington Steamboat
Company's steamer Newport News,
commanded by Cspt. Frank M. Phillips,
collided with the British steamer Lord
R ibeit) at an early hour yesterday
Burning in Chesapeake Bay, about 25
miles north of Old Point. The New¬
port News sustained serious it jar/, but
fortunately no one wa3 tur>.
The accident oceorred off the Woll

Trap ligbthcu'.e at 6:12 o'clock. The
Newport N.ws stiiuk the tramp steamer
a sheering blow at a point juit on the
outer side of her forward w&t3r t ght
Bteel compartments. Hid the blow been
some twelve feet further amidships the
staterooms on the ttsamer's port side
would have been raked, with many fa¬

talities.
...

The impact, which came with t.rrihc
force, wa» followed by a general panic
among the 75 passengers on the New¬

port News. Women and children
shrieked and men, like the (.tiers, i"di¬
ed from their staterooms in great alarm.
Tbe Newport News was brcught to a

qalcfc atop and a Wc-boat betog lowered
La. the Lord Roberta nas aent out to
investigate ooodiKona. A quick exami-

ntUoo of tbe Ntwport New. revelled
tbe fact that the steamer's watertight
compartments bad not been punctured
and that there was no Immediate danger.
The Consolidated Goal Company s tog

Gsorge'B Creek, dropping a tow which
she had for Baltimore, came to the assis¬
tance of tbe Newport News and convoyed
her to Old Point Comfort.
The damage will amount to several

thousand dollars and the damaged itaamer
has been sect to the Newport News ship¬
yard for repairs.

Captain Phillips of the Newport News
and others on the boat attribute the
accident to the fact that tbe Lord Roberts
failed to ring her fog bell while lying at
anchor. No statement bas been made as

yet from the master of the Lord Roberts.
The fart that no one was injared bb b

result of the accident is considered
to be marvelous. The narrowest escape
was by Express MeBBenger E. 8. rottf,
who, at the time, was in a room adjoin¬
ing bis own and being caught in the
wreckago bad to crawl to safety after
losing his watch and coat.
The express messenger a room was

completely wrecked and one of the ssfeB
therein went overboard,'.but a larger BBfe
belonging to the government was saved.
This, instead of going outdde, was, by
the force of collision sent through a

wooden partition and fell over on the
deck of the Bteawer on the other side of
this partition.
Tbeie waB only one case of money in

the safe that went overboard.
Becond Officer Nowell of the Newport

New#, who was at the wheel when the
crash came, was thrown all the way
across the pilct house, which was also
forced partly out of position,
The hole that was stove in the steam

er extended all the way from the door¬
way on the port side of the main cabin
for some t venty-five or th.riy feet towards
the bow, the opening becoming some¬
what smaller as it reached tie water

'^Several of the passengers were thrown
from their beiths as a result of the col¬
lision, but no one wes hurt.
Many of the female passengers were

so unstrung nervously that they had not
recovered from the shock when the New-
poit News reached her Norfolk pier. .

The Lord Roberts wbb bound from
Baltimore to B;lfatt.
Capt. Phillips was in the pilot bouse a t

tbe iime of the collision. 8o was Second
Officer Gaoiga Nowell and the quarter¬
master. The first intimation of danger
ihat the offictrs had was tbe breaking
thrcugb tbe fog it close range of a mast
headlight. Tbe engineB were reversed
and, although tie Newport News was

proceeding at greatly reduced speed, she
was too near tbe Lord Rob3rtB for a col¬
lision to be averted.
Those in the pilot house narrowly es¬

caped death, bb tbe prow of the Lord
Roberts Almost reached thera. Cip'-ain
Phillips lelt Second Officer Nowell In

charge above and himself weDt below to
ascertain the extent of the damage. He
found that there was no danger of the
Newport News going down, the wttJ»-
tiglt compartments holding firmly, aod
he quickly assured the passengers that
there was no need for alarm.
The crew of the Newport New3 pro¬

ceeded U Washington via Baltimore last
night to bring i ut tho steamer Wesbiog
ton in place of tbe Newport News.
