Its
property of every description is being
sold at private sale before being offered
by the owners it auction. The first
year the park lost twelve thousand dol¬
lars, the next year abont seven thousand
and the receipts ot the park have
grown less every year.

HEALTH LAWS.
The committees on general laws and

finance, the presidents of the two boards
of Council, the city attorney and Health
Officer Gorman last night at the andi*
tor's office met Dr. Freeman, of the state
board of health, and discussed health
matters. Concerning smallpox Dr.
Freeman urged general vaccination and
the establishment of a hospital in case of
an epidemic. He nrged tbat iu cities
the size of Alexandria a health officer
should be employed to devote his entire
time to the city's work and not to en¬

gage in other practice.
THE WEATHER.

Hsnry Smith, Calvin Johnson, Rich¬
ard Pioes and Eugene Doraey, tbe four
colored men sentenced to death for the
mu der of Walter F. Schnltz on tbe oat-
skuti of Alexandria a year ago la&t San-
day, are again drawing near the shadow
of tbe electric chair. Smith is repeating
his list etatemect to the effect that he
was a victim of tbe third degree and tbst
his evidence on tbe stand was fabricated.
The other men, so far as can be learned,
are still disclaiming any pait:cipation in
or knowledge of the crimu. Forty-sight
men, however, one-half of whom are

Alexandrian* and the remainder from
Fairfax and Albemarle counties, having
Ihtsned to law, evidence and argnmeotj,
pronounced them guilty as indicted, and
unless Governor Mann interferes tbe
sentences of tbe court will be carried
out one week from today.

Ocuasel for the convicted men will go
to Richmond again next week and bave
interviews with the governor. Tbe latter
will then bave tbe necessary time to
examine more closely into the case, as

the legislature will have adjourned by
that time.
