S8TRIKE AVERTED

Danger of immediate strike of 27,000
locomolive firemen on Western railrosds
and the contingent throwing out of em-
ployment of more than 125,000 other em-
ployes was averted yesterday through
the acceptance of mediation from the
federal authorities at Washington,

At the request of the general managers
qf the 47 Western railroads involved,
Chairman Martin A. Knapp, of the Inter-
state Commerce Commissicn, and Coma
missicner of Labor C. P. Neill teiegraoh-
ed sn offer of federal mediation tuthe
union otficers. This offer was accepted,
W. S, Carter, president of the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Firemen and En-
gin:men, stipulating that acticn must
begin without delay.

The apgeal to Washington was taken

as sn clsventh-hour move to preventa
wallcout which, it was declared, threat-
ened the greatest railroad strike since
that of 1894. Thirty-seven members of
thes Western Federated Board of the
Brotherhood last midnight formally vo-
ted for a strike.
The hour for striking had been set for
next Mcnday morniog and the members
were prepared to start from their homes
to put the sirike into action when the
mediaticn steps were taken,
