Pistols were drawn in the thickest of
the battle, but no shots were fired. The
police had to draw their revolvers to pro¬
tect themselves.
More tban twoscore men were knock¬

ed down with the heavy Bticks of tbe
policemen. The riot became eo fierce
late in the afternoon (hot assistance had
to be called. The laborers receive $1.35
a day and are striking for increase in-
pay.

EMMANUELMOVEMENT FAILS.
The Emmanuel Movement, having to

do with the treatment of disease by a

combinatiou of religion, mental sngges-
tion and medicine, and in which it was
hoped an effective cure bad been found
for neurasthenia and other disorders of
the nerve system, has proved a failure at
St. Luke's Hospital, San Fransisco, ac¬

cording to a statement just made by
Bishop Nichols, of the Episcopal Cnurcb.
The local experiment has lasted a year,
and every effort, it is said, has been made
to test thee fticacy of the prescribed treat
ment. The hospital's psychopathic ward
has now been discarded, and Dr. A. B.
Shields, D. D., the clerical superinten¬
dent of the institution, has sent in his
resignation, effective May i.

Biship Nichols thus accounts for the
failure of the treatment at the hospital:
"We discovered that it was tmpossible

to secure beneficial results by placing pa¬
tients in a psycopathic ward associated
with a hospital.

*

All the depressing in¬
fluences of the hospital bore down uppn
them. The constant atmosphere of suf¬
fering made a cure impossible, and
finally we were forced to the conclusion
that we had failed.
The San Francisco experiment has

been closely watched by medical men
throughout the country.
