England’s Old Common Field System.

A “common field" is quite distinct
from a “common.” It Is a field be-
longing to numerons owuners. The land
consists of long narrow strips, perhaps
not more than ten yards wide and run-
ning parallel with one another. What
are the exact rules of cultivation that
obtain in Kent today we do oot kuow,
but of old it was usual to have a regu-
lar rotatlon, such as wheat one year,
barley or oats the second and fallow
the third. When the crops were har-
vested, each member of the community
getting his or her share, all could put
in thelr cattle, which roamed over the
whole field, feeding oo the stubble,
ete. And this was termed the “right
of snck.,” The “common feld” system
was gradually done away with by
statutes in the reigns of George ILL
and William 1V.—London Express.

The most magnificent work of ar-
chitecture in the world is the Taj
Mahal, in Agra, Hindustan. It was
erected by Shab Jehan to the memory
of his favorite queen. It is octagonal
in form, of pure white marble, inlaid
with jasper. carnelian, turquoise,
agate, amethyst and sapphire. The
worlk took 22,000 men twenty years to
complete, and, though there were free
gifts and the labor was free. the cost
is estimated at $16,000,000.—Exchange.
