rst2 of 34 miles s second aud it will be
osly 66,000,000 miies from the sno.
Tais will occur todey.

While the earth is moviog in its oebit
from west to esat, or io a direclicn coo-
trary to the bands of = clock, the comet
is movicg in & curve line srcnod the sun
from eas: i) west, or in 8 direction cor-
respoading with tie bands of a clock.
From taie it follows that the earlh and
Hallsg’a comet are rapidly spprosching
esch ather, the earth moviog 18 miles 8
second, or over 1,500,000 miles a day,
and the comet 30 miles & secoud, or 2,-
500,000 mtles a day.
