FIGHT ON TRANSFER BILL.
There will ke a fight in the Senate

Diet ict of Columbia committee over the

provision inserted by the House on Mon¬
day in tbe unive'sr.1 transfer bill, com-

| pelling an interchange of free transfers
between tbe Capital Traction Company
and the Washington, Alexandria aod
Mount Vernon line. The bill was re- |
ceived by Sanstor Gallinger yesterday,
and was referred to the sab-committee
on pablic utilities, of which Senator
Oarter is chairman. An effort will be
made to strike out the claine bringing
the Alexandria line under the terms of
the bill, which will be opposed by Sena¬
tor Mariio, of Virginia, a member of the
committee- There will be strong oppo¬
sition to it by the railroad companies.
Senator Gillinger himself thinks the
amendment ill advissd, and it seemed
evident at tbe Senate ecd of t'je O-tpitol
yesterday that the amendment would be
atricken oat by that body.

"It is the best feature in tl»e whole
bill «nd I believe it wijl stay in," fi»itl
Representative C.ulin, yesterday. MAs
to tbe argument that a reduction of 5
cents in the fare between Washington
and Alexandria would be a serious finan¬
cial loss to tbe Mount Vernon 1:h?, it

should be po'nted out that the loss will
be equally divided between tbe Mount
Veinon line aud tbe Cipital Trsction
Company, as the exchange of transfers
betweenj.the two companies. it would
strem, would be about equal.
"The amendment means a reduction
