That Is to
ssy, & vetar who wishes to participate in
soy election fn 1910 must have pald, 8¢
Jeast six months before the election In
which he cffzra to vote, all state poll
taxes which be may owe in Virginia for
the years 1909, 1908 aod 1907. The
time to do this in order to vote in the
Jane election expired nearly five monthe
ago; the time to do it in order to vote in
the slection of next November will ex-
pire with the present week. The poll
tax for 1910 hes pothing to do with vot-
iog rights for 1910. The poll tax for
1910 ¢ ff:cts voting rights in 1911, 1912
and 1912  The only exceptions to the
poll tax qualificet’on are veleraon of the
clvil war.

SMYSTIC TEMPLE” RAIDED

It was a strange story which
Detective Callahan told in the police
court in  New VYork veésterday in
describing the raid Monday night on the
Mpystic Temple of “Om,” & young man
who is entered on the police records as
Pilerre A, Bernard, a native of India.

*Om’' was arraign:d on the charge of
abduction, after the detectives found
him in his luxuriously appointed house,
where he tanght physical culture and
languages, surrounded by a number of
pupils, mostly young women, Some of
his girl pupils said Bernard represented
himaelf as a “swami’ from Indis,

Miss Zelab Hopp, a 19 year-old milli
ner, who had been onc of Bernard's
“students,” told the police the secret
signal at the door to obtain admitiance.

“When I pushed open the parlor
doors,"’ Callahan testified, “I saw Her-
nard, He was standing on a glass plobe
that was on a hair mattress in the centre
of the room. He was going through
some peculiar molions and gyratious.
Five girls and several wen, all in bathing
suits, were gathered around him trying
to repeat the movements,"

Miss Hopp said she went to Bernard’s
place last Octoter snd consulted him
about a method of curing her of lieart
weakness. Bernard told her she must
come to the place and stay for a time,
which she did, first paying him, she
testified, a fee of f100,

Miss Hopp told the magistrate that
Bernard exerted a peculiar intluence,
and that she believed he had hypno'ized
her, She described things which han-
pened after she went to the house, and
made grave charges against “'Om.”

Whil+ she was in the place she met
Miss Gertrude Levy, of Tacoma, Wasit.,
snother “‘student,” and when she got
out she thought she ought to ardvise Miss
Levy’s sister a Mrs. Hanford, of Tacoms,
of what was golug on. Her letters
brought Mrs, Hanford to New York,
and the two women complained Lo the
police,

Bernard was held in #i3,000 bail for
anolher examination,

WORLD-WIDE.TRIP.
England will be the next country to
assemble a battleship fleet for a trip
around the world. The trip will not take
place until autumn of unext year. This
will make it possible for the 26,000-ton
battleship of the Princess Royal type—
the largest in the world—to be at the
head of the naval procession. Theships
will stop at various foreipn ports, and
the trip will consume two yeare. Two
hundred ships of all classes will be in-
cluded, About fifteen submarines are to
accompauy the dreadnoughts.  This will
be the first time innaval history that the
little craft will be tested by the severe
strain of ocean service. The fleet will he
subdivided for visits to Chinese and
Incia ports. At the conclusion of these
visits the fleet will assemble in the Yel-
low Sea, where long stops will he made
in Japanese ports. Thence they will go
to San Fraucisco.”
