INSPEOTOR BYRNES DEAD.

Thomas Byroes, formerly chief inspec-
tor and soperintendent of police of the
city of New York, tu' more famoos for
his work fn the detactive turean, died at
his home io that city on 8a urday night
from chronic indigestion, He was gixty-
aix years old.

It was Byras who first drew’the dead-
line in the Ainancisl dittrict,below which
oo crook wasallowed to stray, on pena'ty
of instant arrest,

B,roes was born in Ireland, but came
to this ccuotry when very yimog, Ha
joloed the police force esrly snd rose
rapidly. At 28 he wes & captain. Eight
years later be woo promotion to the renk
ol chief iepector and wss assigoed the
task of raorganiziog the detective burean
by his peraistency and skill in breakiog
op a notoricus gaog of barglara who
had lort>d the Maohattan Savings Bank
of $3,000,000.

On tae dey of his sppointment he an-
nounced the desdline at Falton street
joet above the cffices of Jay Gould, who
later became his close {riend, and, with
other shrewd advises, helped him ¢
wake a fortane in Wall strect which ke
testified before the Lexow committee had
in 1894, reached #350,000. Oanly lsst
Saturday week he transferred to his wife
resl e3tats valuoed at $550,000.

Byrnes was not mnograteful, His
friend, Jay G.u!d, became the victim
of a blackmailer, who wrote 80 maay
tbreatening lettera that Gounld was in
constapt fear of his life. The letters
were slways msiled on s Sunday, but
never from the same box.

There wa3 no clae Lo the writer’s ident-
ity, and to catca him seemed hopeless,
Byroes undertook the task. First he
distribated photographs of en envelope
addressed to Jay Gould by the black-
mailer amoog the_ entire police force.
Then, on & Sooday, he stationed =
policeman, plain clothes man or postel
1ospectr at every mail box In the city.
Every time a letter was dropped in the
box was opened and the letter inapected.
Fioally the r ght man dropped in the
right letter and was prompt'y arrasted.

“Jo), Wells,”” as he was known, was
convicted aod got a loog term, The
case, parhsps, brought Byrnes more
fame than soy of his others,

Io the detective bursan the chief
ruled supreme. He hewed cnt ali dead
wood, bronght in his own men and
kept them working. Arrests became
more pomer:us aod ssutences heavier.
Daring his term tbe sggregats of sar-
teoces imposed on prisoners grresied
reached 10,000 years,
