This might
logically be interpreted as a pledze not
to shelter or proteet those who plot or
act against the peace and integrity  of
Honduras. The same treaty declares
that political leaders of their agents
shall not be permitted to live near the
borders of states whose peace they
might disturb, and that any person
who within the territory of one state
initiates or fosters revolutionary move-
ments against another state shall be
forthwith taken to the capital and tried
according to law. There sceems to be
no doubt that the spirit of the conven-
tion is strongly opposed to anything
like interference by one state in the af-
fairs of another, and especially to one
state’s toleration of plotters or filibus-
ters against another,  Itis the proper
thing to urge severc punishiment of any
lawbreaker and it is high time for Cen-
tral Amerlean filibustering of whatever
origin to be stopped and for those who
engage in it no matter who they are Lo

be punished according to law,

Waushington, D. C., Aug. 13.—The
hreeze which wafted the tidings from
Ctvster Bay todgy  thar “Taft - has
broken with Roosevelt,”” carried away

much of the haze which has obscured
the politieal horizon for the past few
weeks, [t revealed more clearly than
at any time during the present situa-
tion the line-up of the contestants it
the coming congressional eampaign.

Although the statement of Roose-
velt’s stand in relation to the present
administration-did not take the form
of a quoted remark, it was none the
less authoritative, That it was not un-
expected at Beverly was shown by Vice
President Sherman’s remark there yes-
terday that the turning down of Roose-
velt by the New York state republican
committee could only be construed as
“a victory for the administration.’’
This, coming from the second official
in the party, is regarded by Roosevelt
as tantamount to a declaration of hos-
tilities against him by the present ad-
ministration. He figures, therefore,
that the responsibility for the rupture
must be located at Beverly rather than
at Oyster Bay.

In this fact and in this forcing of the
hands of the administration followers,
friends of Rooscvelt see an explanation
for what appeared at the time to be a
bit of very poor politieal strategy,
namely: The presentation of his name
for temporary chairman to the New
York state committee in the face of a
certain turn down. The nanocuvre
served to show that the state machine
has elected to east their fortunes  with
the administration forces rather than
with the progressives—(or in other
words, the insurgents), with whom
Roosevelt has now allied himself.

From the fact that Gifford Pinchot
and Vietor Murdock are both known to
have heen consulted by TRoosevelt on
the text of the latter’s Ossowatomic
speeeh of August 31, there seems to be
a considerable ground  for the predie-
tion that this oceasion will be the one
on which “T. R."” will make his first
publle profession of faith as an out-and-
out insurgent,

With Roosevelt off the reservation
and in the saddle against the adminis-
tration forees, the hopes of those politi-
cal leaders seeking to harmoniae the
rapidly diverging factions of the re-
publican party have heen badly shatter-
ed. With “'T. R.” working for ha-
mony, aad  President  Taft’s  new
euard,” consisting of Norton, Crane,
Longworth amd  Loeh, secking (o re-
move the administeation’s alleged dead
weight, consisting of Ballinger, Aldrich,
Cannom,  Hale, o al | there were indi-
eations a few days ago of an early aml
typical  republican rennion,. Today
there is hittle chanee for this, in the
opipion of politieal forecasters at the
capital,

On  the other hand, the prediction is
freely meule that the next few days will
see the lines elearly drawn bhetween the
forces of “‘eonservatism,” headed hy
the president, and “radiealism, " led
by Theodore Roosevelt, and that each
mermber of the party will e foreed 1o
choose sides in o light 1o determine
which clement shall dominate.
