DAM 6,200 FEET LONG.

The earthwork on the big  Belle
Fourche irrigation dam in South Da-
kota, which is one of the largest earth
embankments in the world, practically
hus been completed, according to ad-
vices received by the reclamation
service, The dam is 6,200 feet long,
with a maxzimum height of 115 feet
and contains 45,200,000 cubic feet of
earth. This structure closed the out-
let to a natwial basin, and an inlent
canal six and one-hall miles  long
and 40 feet wide at the bottom carries
the waters of the Belle Fouche river in-
to the reservoir thus formed,

When the distribution system of the
Belle Fourche project is completed 600
miles of canals and Jaterals will carry
the waters over 100,000 acres of land.
About 30,000 acres already are receiv-
ing water.
