Dr. Crippen and Miss Leneve on Trial,

London, Sept. 5.—The hearing of
Dr. H. H. Crippen and Miss Ethel
Clare Leneve, his typist, on acharge of
murdering the doctor’s wife, Belle El-
more, began todny in the Bow strect
police court. Both Crippen and the
girl were in much better spirits than at
their preliminary appearance two weeks
ago.

Thousands waited for hours oulside
the courtroom in the hope of being ad-
witted, but the same rigid exelusion
was excreised today as on the previous
oceasion,  Only members of the press
and those connected with the ease were
allowed inside.

Travers Humplireys, representing
the prosecution,opened the case against
Crippen and the girl. e said that the
remmnants of a body found in the cellar
of Dr. Crippen’s home, by Dr. Pepper,
the government analysist,  showed
plainly the marks of a recent operation
and the presence of hyosin poisoning.
It is the remains that the prosccution
must prove to have been the body of
Belle Elmore.  Humphreys presented
the Crown's case at great length.

Solicitors Arthur Newton and T, 11
Welfare appeared  for Crippen  and
Leneve respectively,

Although thereisa charge of murder
against the girl, the prosecution has
indicated that it will try her only on
the charge of being an aceessory aflter
the commission of the alleged erime.

Crippen was brought to court from
Brixon jail, in the hospital ward of
which he was conlined for several days
last week. Miss Leneve came from
Holloway jail.

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A TERRIBLE MISTAKE.

Boarder Kills Wife of His Host in

Shooting al Supposed Burglars.
New York, Sept. t.—Mistaken for a
burglar, Mrs. Louise Geis,aged 36, was
shot and instantly killed early today in
the bhallway leading to her Harlem
apartments. The shooting was done
by Karl Weifslog, aged 19, a boardar.
Paul Geis, hushand of the dead woman,
and their 16-year-old daughter were
gruzed by bullets fired by the excited
boarder when he learned the tragic
result of his error.

Weifslog had boarded at the house
for a long time, having come from the
same part of Germany as Geis. Night
before last a burglar got into the flat
and gave Mrs. Geis a seare, made more
serious in view of her approaching
motherhood. She told Weifslog of the
affair and he invited a friend, Joe Hu-
bert, to keep watch with him at the
house, as he expected the burglar
would return,

They took up their station in an ad-
joining flat, and shortly after 4 o’clock
this morning they heard some one cry
“burglars.” Geis looking out his
window saw two men on the eseape.
Shouting “‘here they are !’ he opened
the door and ealled to Weilslog and
Huberl.  Instead of opening the door,
Weifslog, badly frightened, stuek his
pistol through a hole from which a
loek had been removed and began firing
in the direction of the Geis tat.  The
first bullet grazed Geis' arm and he
called to Weilslog to stop shooting, but
the latter, in his exeitement, did not
Iiear, and the next bullet killed Mrs.
Geis.  The daughter, who was runuing
behind her mother, stumbled over the
Lody and this saved her life, as the
third bullet grazed her back as she
went down.  Weifslog  continued  to
tire until the pistol was empty. When
he opened the door amd saw that he
had killed his lundlady e eollapsed.

The shooting attracted  the police
who arcested Weilslog and Hubert and
they were held for the coroner.  The
supposed thieves escaped in the ex-
citement,

But the people must
remember that in our days there is a
universal tendeney toward organization
in every department of trade and busi-
ness,

“Common sense treatment of the so-
ealled ills  of which people of this
conutry are complaining will resuit, the
people will find, in their importanee
heing gremtly reduced,  The country is
growing fast, awd  with such rapid
erawth itis impossible that ail conditions
should be perfect, Lut what ills there
are, what eauses of unrest prevail, may
all be minimized or overcome by the
exercise of a Christian spirit and the
application of common sense.”
