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WhaILE the signs of the times portend
losses to the republicans and while the
democrats are ‘‘cock sure’’ that they
willfeontrol the next House of Repre-
sentatives it will take the democrats
gome time even with the tide running
in their favor, to gain the Senate. They
are already assured of a gain in Maine,
having won the legislature, which elects
a successor to Senator Hale, but they
are due to lose a senator in William E.
Purcell, of North Dakota, who was ap-
pointed by Governor Burke to fill the
vacancy caused by the resignation of
Senator Fountain L. Thompson. Ihe
North Dakota legislature 1s largely re-
publican and when it meets next spring
will elect Purcell’s successor. Of the
thirty senators whose terms expire nex!
March, twenty-four are republicans and
gix democrats. The democrats gain
one in Maine and arc making vigurous
contests in eleven other states. Re-
publican managers profess to sce 1o
danger except in Indiana, Neuraska
and Missouri. Beveridge is having a
hard fight in the “Hoosier’”” state but
demoeratic disaffection over the selece-
tion of John W. Kern may aid Bever-
idge very matérially. Burkett is in
danger in Nebraska and Warner’s seat
is more than likely to be ocbupied by a
democrat. But the democrats are mak-
ing progressive campaigns in Montana
for Carter’s seat, in New York for De-
pew’s, in Ohio for Dick’s in Delaware
for Du Pont’s, in Massachusetts for
Lodge’s and in Nevada for Nixon’s.
The Senate stands filty-nine republicans
and thirty-three democrats, a majority
of twenty-six for the dominant party.
Therefore the democrats must gain |
fourteen senators belore they can coi- '
trole the upper branch of Congress, |
which seems wholly impossible at this
year’s election. The next most inter-
esting phase of the situation will be the
strength of the insurgents and tartff
reforms in both houses. The import-
ance of this question will be seen when
Congress undertakes, upon the presi-
dent’s recommendation, to resume re-
vision of the tariff by a gradual process
of taking up schedules seriatim.

TuEeRE has been one suicide and one
attempt at self-destruction in Alexan-
dria during the past two weeks.

Isn’t it about time that steps were bes
ing taken toward keeping such weapons
out of the hands of irresponsible peaple?
1o some couatries people who !ipd it
necessary to go armed are compelled to
obtain permission from the authorities
and bave their names published, in order
that others may be on their guard. In
many of the states including Virginia
such weapons are prominently exposed
in store windows and sold to any oue
who desires to purchase them. The
police departments of cities, after hav-
ing accumulated a stock of confiscated
pistols, offer the same for sale at public
auction, and they arc generally dis-
posed of to second-hand dealers who in
turn dispose of them to the same class
from which they bave been taken and
they are soon in service agiain, It has
been observed that often paronts,
thoughtlessly, purchase toy pistols for
their offspring, thus educating them
early in life into the notion that the
carrying of such weapons is onc of th+
essentials of manhood. The fact that
the man who eloped from Chester, Pa.,
with & young woman and came to this
city with a pistol in his pocket has
made him responsible, in a measure,
for his companion’s death. Had he
left his pistol at home he would not
have the blood of the young woman on
his conscience. The youth who last
Saturday pight accompanied @ young
woman to her home with a pistol in
his pocket is one of a large number of
youngsters who have much to learn.
Whether be shot himsell accidental'y or
with suicidal intent makes no difference.
The fact that he carrried a pistol has
directed attention to him, and it will
require time for him to live dowa this
grave mistake of his younger life.

Ix 1909 there were 2,854 ‘homicides
in that portion of United States covered
“y death registry laws, and in the same
area 8,402 deaths due to suicide, Poi-
son was the most commonly employed
imstrumene of suicide, 2,464 cases being
Jue tqit.

WAR ON THE OLD GUARD

Rogsevelt Detinni—Lormer President
Attacks Committee for its Repeated
Endorsement of Sherman.

Saratoga, N. Y., Sept. 27.—War
without guarter on the old guard and
the New York state committec is de-
clared in a statement issued by Theo-
dore Roosevelt here today as a result of
lust night's committee meeting. Roose-
velt attacks the committee for its re-
peated endorsement of Vice-President
sherman, and its ollivial declaration
that there was no fraud or deceit in the
original selection of Sherman as tempo-
rary chairman of the state convention.
Roosevelt said: ;

*'The conduct of the majority of the

state committee last evening puts in
the clearest light what this contest
really is. The statement of Messrs.
Griscom, Krulewitch, Kracke, Wan-
maker and Henkel, proves conclusively
that trickery was used in the effort
to win a majority and to keep the
management of the party under the
control of the men who have discredited
it by their actions.
““There has never been a state con-
vention to which it was better worth
going than this; for never in any other
has the issue been so clearly drawn be-
tween cleanliness and honesty and poli-
tics .and honesty in public life and that
peculiar baseness in political manage-
ment_which has made the very word
politician “obnoxious to the people.

“Our fight is squarely against cor-
ruption and the unclean bossism which
has bred corruption. The men, who
by trickery, kept control of the state
committee and who now come here in
the effort to dominate the convention
are the very man who are responsible
for corruption which produced Allds
and for all that has been disereditable
in the party maunagement; and now
these deeply discredited bosses resent
the effort of the people, the effort of
the plain people, who make the great
bulk of the republican party, to rescue
that party from the faction which has
used it only to further their own base
and selfish purposes.”

Saratoga, N. Y., Sept. 27.—So bit-
ter was the feeling today between the
two factions in the republican party
that it was freely predicted that there
would be actual fighting before the
convention finally concluded its work.
Last night’s mecting of the state com-
mittee, when the selection of Mr.
Sherman as temporary chairman  was
affirmed, has angered the Roosevelt
following. Today they arc urging
Roosevelt to throw the entine state
commitlee overboard: They are sug-
gesting that there be nothing i the
nature of a compromise, hut that
platform  be  framed and jammed
through which will be ultri-progres-
sive in its tone.

“Drive the old guard out of the
party for good,” is the slogan of Col-
lins, Griscom and  their friends, today
and Roosevelt is considerating the
suggestion.  Should he try to force
through the radical platform his friends
are asking for there will be an open
split and a bolt of considerable magui-
tude.

Convention Hall here seats 3,000
people, but the tickets had been issued
to three times that number and the re-
sult was that there was an early rush by
those who knew that room was to be at
a premium. As an indication that the
old guard had abandoned hope of con-
trolling despite an outward appearance
of confidence, it developed that Sher-
man was planning to deliver part of his
prepared speech from the floor. He
refused to give out advance copies of
the speech.

Just beiore the convention was called
to order William Barnes, jr., ioa bit-
ter statement, admitted defeat.

“They seem to have the votes,”’ he
says, ‘‘and with them might makes
right. But they have to take the
responsibility.”’

Roosevelt officially’” 0. K.'d” the
platform today. While the document
is to be a closely guarded secret until it
is submitted in sections to the com-
mittee on resolutions, it was learned
that the “‘big noise'” is not the plank on
direct primaries. The platform den-
ounees in unmeasured terms, and in
the most vigorous language, graft and
grafters. The big corporatinns which
have “‘debauched legislators and  pur-
chased favored laws aund privileges,’
are condemned, and the party is
pledged to enact legislation that will
make more severe the penalty for
bribery.

Since the memorable day the
man who has ever since been shooting,
has seen his party organization divided
in every state, his party’s candidates
overwhelmingly  defeated,  depressed
and the intelligent and honest, working-
men without employment and hungry.
Looking for other fields for shooting
practice, this man is now shooting
the courts and its judges.

“Himsell posing as a lawyer who
pever had a case or drew a brief, he
now finds sport in holding up the
courts and judges to the scorn of the
mob.

“This apostle of Derringer practice,
while lie was president abused Judge
Humphlrey, of the United States Cir-
cuit Court, a gentleman and honest
maun, for rendering a decision which
was made according to the law, and
which to this day is unrevised.

“Workingmen of the United States,
do you recall that when Haywood and
Moyer were on trial for their lives, this
same shooter with all the power of the
president of the Uniled Stafes, sought
to iniluence the jury by holding up
these leaders of labor as undesirable
citizens.

It was 12:56 when Chairman Wood-
ruff began his speech naming James S,
Sherman as the choice of the state
committee  for temporary chairman.
When Taft was named, there was forty
seconds of applause which was confined
to the delegates and the Utica and Al-
bany men in the galleries. The cheer-
ing was aided by the hand which play-
ed “America.’” A second outburst
greeted the mention of Sherman, and
when  Wooprnff indlgnantly declared
the “‘state committee was not actuated
by ulterior motives,”” there was cheer-
ing and hissing. It was manifest that
the crowd wrs in an anrgy mood and
would only require a word to precipi-
tate a real disturbance. Roosevelt sat
impassively . through the Woodruff
speceh,

When Woodruff mentioned Roose-
velt for the first time the New York
county delegations started a cheer
which was taken up by a portion of
she spectators.

WEST POINT IN REBELLION.

All Members of the Academy Guilly
of Tnsubordination and Candidates for
Conrl Martial.

West Paint, N. Y., Sept. 27.—A state
of open rebellion exists today in the
United States Milnary Academy, the
home of discipline.

It is admitted that the aunthorities in
charge of the government military
academy are facing the most serious
situation ever encountered at West
Point, for the cadet corps isan absolut:
unit in the existing rebellion.  No man
seems more guilty than another, and
to expelone for insubordination means
that all must go.  The delicacy of the
situntion is such that Major General
Thomas 1I. Borry, superintendent of
the academy, returned from Washing-
ton to take personal charge today.

The “silent’” affront given Captain
Rugus E. Longan, tactical instructor,
in the mess hall Saturday and Sunday
is as nothing compared with the "'si-
lenee’” given the nilitary board of in-
quiry by the cadet corps, and unless
some weak-kneed eadet agrees to tell
the board what caused the insult to
Capt. Longan, the academy authoritics
are face to face with the necessity of
court martialing the entire corps for
insubordination, the most serious breach
of military discipline.

The board of inquiry, appointed by
Lieut. Col. Fred Sibley, commandant
of cadets and in charge of the academy
during Maj. Gen. Barry’s absence,
has been in  session  since  the
“silence’’ was given Capt. Longan, and
already examined twenty of the first-
class men (seniors).  As a unit these
men have given the “‘silence’ to the
court,  “"We have formed a dislike
to this oflicer,” they have said, and
no amount of persuasion or threats
ean compel them to go further, They
have simply folded their arms and
declined to answer any questions,

Licut. Col. Sibley intimated today
that the entire cadet corps of 4350
members will be called, one by one,
before the hoard, and that this will
occupy two or three weeks., Knowing
ones declare, however, that the corps
will be guided by the action of the
tirst. class men. I these men main-
tain their refusal to talk, every under-
classmen may be expected to do the
same.  The situation thus facing the
military authorities is that of rank
insubordination.

Severe action is expected when Gen.
Barry resumes command. As a dis-
ciplinarian, General Barry bas few
equals in the army. He is almost a
martinet in his severity toward any
breach of discipline, and the insubor-
dination rampant at the academy is
almost certain to meet with severe
punishment at his hands,

Canalejas to Resign!

London, Sept. 27.—Another rumor
that Premier Canalejas of Spain will
resign his post rather than face the
clerical attack when the Cortes opens,
reached London today in a dispateh
from the Madrid correspondent of the
Exchange Telegraph. Canalejas’s res-
ignation will likely be handed in this
week. the dispateh says. The Exchange
Telegraph’s information, however, is at
variance with the dispatehes of other
correspondents, who declare that Ca-
nalejas and King Alfonso are still firm
in their programme to check the growth
of clericalism in Spain.

SHERMAN WITHDRAWS,

The republican state committee of
New York bad a meeting in the United
States Hotel in Saratoga last night.
Chairman T. L. Woodruff presided,
There was a full attendance. When
the roll had been called by Lafayette
B. Gleason, secretary of the committee,
Chairman Woodruff amid profound
silence, read Viee-President Sherman’s
letter declining the temporary chair-
manship of the stale committee.

After an acrimonious debate lasting
far into the night, William Barnes, jr.,
offerer] a resolution reading:

“That it is the sense of this commit-
tee that Mr. Sherman was selected on
August 16, at the meeting of the state
convention in New York city, to be
temporary chairman of the state con-
vention through no misrepresentation
or deceit, and that Mr. Sherman be so
informed Ly the chairman and secre-
ary of this committee in response to
his letter.”’

Representative  Herbert  Parsons
moved to lay Mr. Barnes’s rcsolutien
upon the table. Mr. Parsons’ motion
was lost by a vote of 20 to 17. Mr.
Barnes' motion was then adopted by a
vote of 22 to 15, Charles H. Betts, of
Lyons, and Representative J. Sloat
Fassett standing with the majority, al-
though they had voted in the meeting
of the committee in New York city for
Cal. Roosevelt to be temporary chair-
man of the convention.

Mr. Sherman’s letter is as follows:

Saratoga, N. Y., Sept. 26.

To the members of the Republican
State committee, T. L. Woodruff,
chairman:

My dear Mr. Woodruff: As you
know, I had no mmbition to preside
over the State convention to convene
tomorrow. As vou also know, I was
asked to preside, not alone because [
was part of the Taft administration,
but beeruse it was known that, in re-
sponse to the president’s request, I had
spoken for the administration and for
him on several oceasions in different
sections of the country, because it was
known I had been a stanch supporter
of the President during his entire term
of office, because I was known to be
an especially ardent supporter and ad-
vocrte of the basic principles of the
party. My name was presented in the
State commiltee in accordance with
custom in State and nation, I'solicited
no man for support. 1 consented to
act as a service to my party, not to
gratily a personal ambition, Tn that
respect T had none.

The charge has since been made in
some quarters that my sclection was
accomplished in the state committec
by means of deception and iisrepresen-
tation, I do not believe it.  So far as
I am personally coneerned, I know the
statement to be absolutely unfounded.
Even to do the party service T am un-
willing to serve in the face of such a
charge il well founded. I therefore
ask that at the commitles meeting to-
night this eharge so publicly be made,
with equal directness and publicly in-
vestignted, that the majority of the
state committee who originally favored
my selection may each declare whether
or not his preference was based upon
any statement which bore any color of
misrepresentation or deception, for if
such be the fact I ask that my name he
not presented to the convention for its
temporary presiding oflicer tomorrow.

YOUNG AND MAYNARD,

Featuring the day in Norfolk yester-
day in the investigation of the Second
distriet demceratic  congressional pri-
mary was the vigorously worded mo-
tion before the investigating committee
that Maynard and Young, contestant
and contestee for  the congressional
nomination, be required to file at once
statements of their election expenses in
accordance with the provisions of the
Barksdale pure clection law.

In the absence of the other members
Mr. Echols reguested the attorneys for
the citizens who made the motion to
wait until today for a ruling on it and
the request was aceeded to.
