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ANNIVERSARY OF HURRICANE.

Fourteen years ago tonight Alexan-
dria was visited by a hurricane unpre-
cedented inits history. Two people were
killed by falling buildings—one of the
victims being an cli and well-known
citizen and the other a lady whoa short
time before had become 2 resident of
this city. Several buildings were totally
demolished, one of which was a new
completed church, while hundreds of

houses were unroofed and seriously

ncing and trees were
prostrated on every street in the city,
and the throughfares were at places
almost blocked with telegraph u._nd tele-
phone poles, wires and debris from
walls which had blown down or were
damaged. During the height of the dis-
turbance tin roofs were rolled up as
scrolls and sent sailing through the air,
resembling huge vampiresin theirflight.
It was midnight when the tornado
ceased, and by that time the tangle of
prostrate wires in the street was so
great that many people were afraid to
leave their homes as they were liable
to tread on live wires. Hence the ex-
tent of the damage by the hurricane or
the fact that death had followed in its
train were not known to many people
until the next morning. It was then
that they began to realize the devastat-
ing power of the elements and to wonier
that the city had passed through such
an experience with so few fatalities.

It shall be the duty of the under-
taker, or any person or persons super-

That no dead human body shall be
carried or conveyed from, in or through
the city of Alexandria by any person,
without a permit therefor first granted
by the city auditor, '

The act provides a penalty of from
two to ten dollars for any infraction of

the same. It is said that the provis-
ions of the law are often ignored.
