On the
other hand, at the higher temperature
the moisture is not precipitated until
the alcohol of the varnish has suffi-
clently evaporated to leave a thin
smooth film of shellae. The durabil-
ity and gloss are dependent on this.

DESTRUCTION OF TREES.

\Vith the chestout tree blight not
having gone far enough in its work of
utterly destroying the tree in New Jer-
sey to be yet matter of common know-
ledge, Lree experts in the Summit vicin-
ing say they have discovercd signs
that point also to the destruction of its
companion tree, the hickory. Hickory
trees in that vicinity and in Essex
county have been exhibiting signs of
the blight, the precise nature of which,
however, remains unexplained. Ex-
perts arc of the opinion that on exam-
ination it will be found that a fungus
similar to the one lately discoverel as
the enemy of the chestnut, is attacking
the hickory trees.

CHOKED TO DEATH.
A stiffly starched shirt bosom and

neck band choked Frank A. Johnson
to death in Hartford, Conn., as sure
ly as a hangman’s rope could have

doneit.

Johnson drove to the house of a
friend, Frank Brinkman. Brinkman
was out. Rain was fulling and John-
son drove under the stable shed Re-
turning, Rrinkman found Johnson ap-
parently unconscious. A doctor pro-
nounced him dead.

Medical Examiner Fuller said it was
perfectly plain that Johnson had been
strangled by his starched unyielding
neckband and the top of the shirt
bosom. Waiting in his wagon he had
fallen asleep and his head had hobbed
forward. Slowly the ironlike neckband
acted like a garrote.” It impeded the
circulaticn in the great blood vessels
of Johnson's neck until he was uncon-
scious.

When his shirt was taked off a decp
red impression circled Johnson's neck|
as if a rope had ben drawn tight
around it with great force. He was 40
years old and is survived by a widow
