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WINCHESTER'S HANDLEY FUND

Fine Library to Open Seon and Free
Industrial Schools to Be Built.

Winchester, Va., May 26.—The
Handley Memorial Library, which
was completed a few years ago at a
cost of more than $200,000, and
which is one of the most beautiful
specimens of architecture of the kind
in the South, is to be opened to the
public soon. The trustees of the
Handley fund will receive an addi-
tional payment of $25,000 within 30
days. With this, the trustees will
stock the library.

The late Judge John Handley, of
Scranton, Pa., while on a sightseeing
trip, was impressed with Winchester,
and made it residuary legatees of his
estate. He was an admirer of Gen.
“Stonewall” Jackson and the soldiers
of the Confederacy, and caused his
remains to be interred here in Mount
Hebron cemetery, mnear Stonewall
(Confederate) cemetery.

Judge Handley left about $100,000
to asylums in Scranton and funds to
help a number of young persons
through college. The residue of his
estate, which went to Winchester, is
now valued at $1,500,000, and it is
yielding large revenues in rents and
Jeases. The estate consists principal-
ly of business property in Scranton
and Pennsylvania coal mines.

His will stipulated that the estatc
should be turned over to Wincheste:
within 20 vears after his death, which
oceurred 17 years ago, and he pro-
vided for large industrial free school:
in this city.

A committee consisting of C. M
Gibbens, Maurice M. Lynch and T. J
Conpef‘, representing the trustees of
the Handley fund, conferred with the
exceutors in Scranton last week tc
learn details as to the schools, which.
it is stated, will be planned on a sys-
tem, unequaled in the South.  The
schools will be placed on 70 acres oi
ground owned by Winchester.
